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— Organisational expenses include all current operational costs, such as travel allowances,
vehicle maintenance, accommodation, communications, fees, information services,
training, and medical commissions, but not the cost of compuierization.

— Computerization — although part of the organisational expenditure, constitutes a
separate section, including equipment rental, depreciation of computer equipment
bought by the Institute and purchase of programming and computer time outside the
Institute. This section does not include staff expenditure (management, programming,
operation) of the computer system.

—  Miscellaneous expenses consist of short-term investments: acquisition of furniture and
office equipment, telephone installation, purchase of vehicles and books.

It should be noted that administrative expenses do not include long-term investments: land acqui-
sition, construction and permanent installations in the Institute’s buildings. These items appear in
4 separate multi-annual budget, approved and implemented in line with requirements, and not in
the administrative budget.

Reports on budgetary implementation, classified by organisational and budgetary categories,
form the basis for the division of administrative expenditure into major functions, and this, in
turn, constitutes an intermediate step towards charging these éxpenditures to the separate
insurance branches, as required by law.

Since February 1972, there has been a change in calculating the data of the sample as a result of
alterations in the industrial classification. A number of firms which over the years have become
““certain” have also been added to the framework. The data that are being published are linked to
the previous series. The purpose of the changes was to improve the indices of this statistical
series.

Firms who have meanwhile expanded to employ over 75 persons per month were added to the sam-
ple in January 1975. Since July 1975, following the introduction of the tax reform, wages have
been redefined and payments for vehicle maintenance, telephone etc. have been added to the

wage, while employees’ children’s allowances have been deducted. To enable a comparison of em-
ployment and wage data over various periods, the indices were linked accordingly. The absolute
figures are not comparable with those of other periods,

CHAPTER N: INSTITUTE STAFF AND ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES

Staff figures for the Institute are based on a report issued by the Personnel Department, speci-
fying the approved organisational table of the Institute during the years in question by grade and
functional assignment. Temporary employees are not included.

The employees’ classification, according to the uniform or professional pay scales, and their
grades, were established in 1964. Since 1969, employees in the professional pay scales have been
classified by each separate scale.

Staff classification by grade includes the following:

—  Management and Administration — members of the Directorate, local office managers,
staff in research and statistics, organisation and methods, personnel and secretaries and
typists.

— Maintenance and Services — maintenance staff, archives, telephone operators.

— Benefits — claims and rehabilitation officers for all insurance branches.

— General Contributions — regional and local collection supervisors, insurance department,’
external comptrollers-and attachment officers.

— Contributions from Non-Employees — officers charged with collection from non-em-
ployees.

— Contributions from Employers — officers charged with collection from employers
(including collection examiners).

— Finance and Accounting — accountancy staff, benefit examiners, cashiers.

— Computerization — programmers, computer operators, card punchers, control and
processing unit staff.

Data on administrative expenses are taken from the accounts of the Finance Department and
are classified on the basis of major budgetary categories, as is customary in Ministerial budgets.
The major sections of the budget include:
— Personnel — all direct expenditure on staff, social and fringe benefits, pensions and
severance pay, as well as wage payments for all the Institute’s staff.
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DATA SOURCES

The figures for non-employee insured persons are taken from two separate sources. Informa-
tion concerning the amount of insurance contributions, classification by collection basis, income
and sources of collection are derived from a sample of non-employee insured persons in the
account files for 1974/5.

Data on debts, by type of msured person and population grouping, are based on statistical calculatlons
derived from the account files on March 31 of cach year.

CHAPTER M. WAGE AND EMPLOYMENT
(From National Insurance Institute Sources)!

*

A series of wage and employment indices, based on employers’ returns to the National Insurance
Institute, has been compiled and published since 1961 by the Central Bureau of Statistics, in
conjunction with the National Insurance Institute. The current revision is based on average

1968 = 100.0, the previous revision, in 19685, having been based on January 1965 = 100.0.

The series covers the following data:

Employee Posts — Number of employees (permanent and temporary) as reported monthly on
National Insurance Form No. 102. Since an employee may be recorded on the forms of several
employers (if he works at more than one place during the same month), this indicator actually
gives the number of posts filled for at least one day in the month and for which a wage was
paid. The series does not include members of klbbutmm pupils of vocational schools, nor do-
mestic help.

Total Monthly Wage — All payments made to employees during the month of the return
(before deduction of income tax and insurance contributions), including: arrears, overtime,
dependents’ increment, employees’ children’s allowance, 13th month salary, travel allowance,
professional literature allowance and convalescence allowance, but excluding fringe benefits
and social benefits paid by an employer on behalf of the employee.

Average Wage Per Employee Post — Total monthiy wage divided by the number of employee
posts in the same month. Part time posts and those filled for only part of the month are counted
as whole posts. The average wage per employee post is not, therefore, an average for a full-time
post for a complete month’s work, but as defined above. Consequently, the published average
wage per employee post is an under-estimate of the average wage per full-time monthly post.

The figures for the new sample are not comparable with those of the previous sample because
of the changes introduced in the new series (population, frame, sample and branch classifica-
tion).

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DEFINITIONS AND METHODS OF COMPUTATION

Potential Contribution — The total per month insurance contribution for all enterprises. The
period varies according to the last month referred to in the report received by March 31 of each
year. Should the last report refer to more than one month, it is divided by the number of months
at an early stage.

Definite Debt — The balance due, as carried in the accounts on March 31 of each year. This figure
could be zero or a credit balance. The sum of this figure in a particular local office or enterprise
indicates the debit balance less the credit balance.

Indefinite Debt — (or “report continuation™) — This is the sum of the monthly potential for the
months prior to February for which no report has been received from employers. For example:
the indefinite debt of an employer who last reported for December is his monthly potential
contribution times two (January-February).

System A’ Debt — The total of definite debt plus indefinite debt.

System B’ Debt — The System A’ Debt, with the indefinite debt reduced by the amount set-off
for children’s allowances in the previous report.

This version is justified on the basis that these set-offs should be deducted automatically from the
amounts receivable according to the Indefinite Debt calculation.

- System C’ Debt — The System A’ Debt, increased by the amount of the calculated balance'.
The intention here is to arrive at the effective debt of enterprises that have a debit balance.

CONTRIBUTIONS FROM NON—EMPLOYEES

The category of “non-employees” includes all insured persons who are not employees and who
must pay their own contributions in order not to lose their rights. The main groups of non-
employee insured person are:
‘ _ self-employed person who works at least 12 hours a week and whose monthly income
from this occupation is at least IL350.
—  Persons not working and not self-employed — one who is not gainfully employed, i.e.
whose income is from dividends, persons, welfare benefits, and students, etc.
—  Voluntarily insured — A married woman who engages in household duties and does not
go out to work is not compulsorily insured but may insure herself voluntarily for Old-
Age and Survivors’ Benefits, under certain conditions.

Non-employee insured persons make insurance contributions on the basis of their annual income,
determined by:

—  Agssessment — An advance is paid on account of the insurance contribution on the basis
of the last income tax assessment. When the year’s assessment is reached, the final
insurance contribution is determined, and the subsequent corrections made.

—  Declaration — The insured person reports on his previous year’s income. The final in-
surance contribution is determined when the assessment for the year is reached.

—  Determination — When an insured person has failed to submit a declaration and no
income tax assessment is available, his income is determined by the Institute.

! Calculated balance — the credit balance in the account files less the indefinite debt.
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— Since July 1975, when the Income Tax Reform was introduced in connection with
Children’s Allowances, the two insurance branches, “‘Employees’ Children’’ and “Large
families” were combined into the one “Children’s” branch, and a flat rate contribution
was fixed. ' ,

— Asaresult of this Reform, the first two children of non-employee insured persons were
included in the activities of the Children’s Insurance Branch, at the same contribution
as for employees. . '

— Since July 1974 members of kibbutzim and co-operative moshavim have been included
in the Reservists’ Fund Law (Amendment No. 10 to the Reserve Duty (Compensation)
Law}, and insurance contributions have been collected from them.

— Since 1974/5, non-employee insured persons have made reduced insurance contributions

on their income, approximately one-half of the average wage multiplied by 12.

The data on the collection of contributions are from the accounts of the F inance Department
which-are kept on a cash basis, i.e. amounts are recorded under the month of receipt rather than
the month to which they refer.

The Institute collects contributions at rates determined by law, distinguishing between different
types of insured persons, according to employment status.  *

There are two main categories:

CONTRIBUTION FOR EMPLOYEES

Insurance contributions for wage-earning employees are made by employers and include em-
ployers’ and employees’ contributions. Members of kibbutzim and co-operatives, participants
in vocational training programmes and domestic help are incorporated in this category.

The definition of “wage’ for payment of insurance contribution is identical with that for tax
purposes, but the car maintenance, travelling expenses, telephone calls and vacations allowance
(to a set ceiling) are exempt from the insurance contributions.

Not all employees are liable to the same National Insurance contribution.
The main exceptions are:
— Permanent civil servants do not contribute to the Reservists’ Fund.
— Workers from the Administered Territories and other employees who are
not residents of Israel are required to make insurance contributions only for work injury
workers’ rights on dissolution or bankruptcy, and half of the maternity insurance con-
tribution,
~ Employees below the age of 18 do not contribute to Old-Age and Survivors, Maternity,
Children, Disability and Unemployment branches. Men over 65 (women over 60) are not
reqqired to make insurance contribution (except for th¢ employer’s contribution).

DATA SOURCES

Data on a number of active “Employers’ Files” are based on statistical records from account files
kept at the Institute’s different offices. Figures for potential contributions, current account
balances, arrears and the number of employecs are derived from the same source. Classification
by insurance contribution rate in the work injured branch shows the sub-division of files by
degree of the business” occupational hazard as defined by law.
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The figures in Table K/1 also include payments made to participants in Vocational Training
Courses who met the eligibility requirements. In such cases, the payment constitutes only the
difference between the living allowances they receive for the period of the course and the amount
of the unemployment benefit to which they are entitled. ‘

First Claim — A claim for unemployment benefits submitted by an unemployed person for the
first time within the period of one year from “the determining date’” (i.e. the first of the month
in which unemployment began).

Continuous Claim — Monthly report provided by the Labour Exchange to the National Insuranc
Insurance Institute indicating the number of days that the claimant was unemployed during the
month in question, and according to which the National Insurance Institute continues to pay un-
employment benefits to the claimant until the end of the year commencing on the determining
date. The report constitutes, therefore, a claim for continued payment of unemployment bene- -
fits. ’

Tables K/2, K/3 and K/4 give the distribution of unemployment benefit recipients by marital
status, type of unemployed person, daily unemployment benefit payments and the duration of
~ the unemployment.

A distinction has been made between thiree types of unemployed persons:

1. Academics g
2. Other adults (i.e., non-academics)

3. Unemployed persons who are undergoing vocational training.

The tables refer to the year 1974/75.

CHAPTER L: CONTRIBUTIONS AND INSURED PERSONS

The data concerning contributions refer to those in accordance with the National Insurance Law
for the various branches: ole-age and survivors, work injured, maternity, children, unemploy-
ment, disability, and bankruptcy and dissolution of companies.
Also included are payments collected by the Institute according to the Reservists’ Fund Law
and the Civil Defence Regulations and the Parallel Tax Law.
Since the publication of the last Statistical Abstract 1973/4 various changes have been introduced
in the system, notably:
—  The maximum for the calculation of the insurance contribution was considerably in-
creased from 112,500 (April 1974) to IL4,900 per month in April 1976.
— Contribution rates were changed in the old-age and survivors, maternity,.disability and
parallel tax and work injured for the self-employed branches.
— In April 1974 the employees’ contribution was reduced, but in April 1976 the previous
rate was restored.
— Insurance contributions have been collected in the bankruptcy and dissolution of com-
panies branch since April, 1975.
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The first group to be entitled to rehabilitation (from April 1954) was the work injured. Border
action victims were included in December 1956; hostile action victims and widows in July 1970;
and, general disabled in April 1974. !

DATA SOURCES

{

1. Figures for rehabilitation applications are from the monthly statistical reports submitted
by the rehabilitation officers in the local offices. .

2. Figures for one-time rehabilitation payments are collected from the payment notices in
the Rehabiliation Department.

DEFINITIONS

Capitalisation of Disability Pension — Pre-payment of the disability pension, in one of a number of
ways:
— Full Capitalisation — Capitalisation of the pension payable to the injured person until
the age of 65.
— Partial Capitalisation — Capitalisation for a set number of years (periodic capitalisation),
or capitalisation of part of the pension. ‘ ‘
— Advance Payments — Pre-payment of-the disability pension for a maximum of four
years.
— Loan — Granting of loans to persons entitled to rehabilitation but not to disability
pension (usually with a disability level of 10—20%).

Special Grant — One-time payment made to an injured person if his diability level is 75% or

more and intended to maintain a normal mode of life (usually designated for housing or a ve-
hicle).

CHAPTER K: UNEMPLOYMENT

The Unemployment Insurance Law came into effect in J anuary 1973. Since then the economy
. has experienced full employment and the number of claims submitted to the Institute for un-
employment benefits has not been great.

An unemployed “‘employee’, who has completed the qualifying period as determined in the
Law, is eligible for unemployment benefits if he is over 20 years of age and, in the case of a man,
under 65 years of age, or, in the case of a woman, under 60 years of age.

Table A/2 gives all the payments of the Unemployment Insurance Branch, including unemploy-
ment benefits paid to the unemployed and participation in the Unemployment Prevention Fund,
as well as reimbursement of Labour Exchange payments.

Table K/1 shows the unemployment benefits actually paid to the unemployed. The figures in the
table refer to the date on which payments were authorised, and not the date of the actual unem-
ployment.
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The population to which the tables on characteristics, work force and marital status refer is the
total population of the State, excluding Bedouin and those in institutions. The tables on hous-
ing density and earners type exclude the kibbutz population also.

In Tables I/11 — 1/16 relating to families, the reference is to households, defined as follows:
A household is defined in the Labour Force Survey as a group of people living permanently
together in a flat and preparing their meals together on most days of the week (i.e., not
necessarily relatives). A single person is also defined as a household. In most cases this unit is
identical with “family” in the accepted sense of the word, but there are exceptions, e.g. a sub-
tenant living and eating with a family, or a group of students living together in the same flat
and with a common budget for the preparation of meals together.

A family in a kibbutz is defined as:

1. A married couple with children under the age of 18 whose permanent address is the kibbutz

2. Every single person, aged cver 18, living permanently on the kibbutz. (Excluding army per-
sonnel).

A Family Head is the head of a household, i.e. the oldest male earner. If there is no male earner
then the oldest female earner is considered the family head. If there are no earners, the oldest
male is considered the head; If there is no such male, then the oldest female. All this assumes
that, with the exception of kibbutzim and institutions, the family head must be over 18 years of
age. Those under the age of 18 in kibbutzim and institutions who have no family there will be
considered as family heads.

Earners — Anyone who belongs to the civilian labour force or is a member of the regular army,

NOTES TO THE TABLES

Maximum details have been given in the tables based on the special labour force survey although
the sampling error is frequently very large. Figures shown in brackets should be treated with
caution as they indicate estimates subject to large sampling error.

Brackets () have been used for figures on families up to a 1,000 cases per cell, and for up to
2,000 cases on children.

CHAPTER J: REHABILITATION

Those entitled to rehabilitation are persons injured in a work accident, border and hostile action
victims, widows and general disabled who are unable to return to their previous work or to any
other work with which they are familiar or suitable. The decision is made by the officer for
vocational rehabilitation.

Entitlement to vocational rehabilitation is restricted to work injured, border and hostile
action victims with at least 10% medical disability, and general disabled with at least 20%
medical disability.
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Prior to the Reform, the Family Allowance framework included:

Large Family Allowance — This was first paid on September 1, 1959, for the fourth and subse-
quent children under the age of 14, In 1965, the law was extended and the allowance was paid to
children up to 18 years of age.

The allowance has been paid for the third child in families of non-employees since April 1, 1970,
and in families of employees since October 1, 1972.

Allowance for Employees’ Children — The allowance has been paid since August 1, 1965, initially
through the employer, to families of employees for their first three children under the age of 18
years. Since October 1, 1972, it has been paid only for the first two children through the em-
ployer, with the National Insurance Institute paying for the third child in the framework of the
Large Family Aliowance. With the introduction of the Income Tax Reform in J uly 1975, these
families receive an allowance for their first children directly from the Institute.

DATA SOURCES

The financial data are taken from the accounts of the Finance Department. Figures for families
receiving allowances for their children are obtained from current files of benefit payments.
Figures for the number of families and children receiving the Allowance for Employees’ Chil-
dren are estimated from the scale of the payments.

NOTES WITH RESPECT TO THE TABLES AND COMPUTATION METHODS

Unless noted otherwise, the financial data refer to the fiscal year commencmg April 1 of each
glven year.

The annual figures for the number of recipients and benefit rates refer to October of each year,
Benefits at 1970 prices were computed according to the Consumer Price Index (including fruit
and vegetables) on the basis of the annual average for each fiscal year.

The calculation of benefits as a percentage of the average wage per employee post is based on
figures for the average wage supplied by the National Insurance Institute and prepared by the
Central Bureau of Statistics. The annual average wage (per fiscal year) is calculated by
splicing the various series for the periods: 1961-4, 1965-8, and 1968-70.

LABOUR FORCE SURVEY

DATA SOURCES

The figures for demographic characteristics (marital status); work characteristics (participation
in labour force) and work status: and housing density of families with children, were specially
prepared from the Labour Force Survey for the year 197 3, conducted by the Central Bureau
of Statistics and prepared for the Planning and Research Division. The definitions and classifi-
cations for work characteristics and demographic characteristics for heads of families are those
used by the Central Bureau of Statistics.

Greater detail is provided in the publication: “Labour Force Surveys 19747, in the Introduction,
Part B “Methods, Definitions and Limitations”. (Special Series No. 513, published by the
Central Bureau of Statistics, 1976).
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NOTES WITH RESPECT TO THE TABLES AND COMPUTATION METHODS:!

The annual figures refer to the fiscal year, commencing on April 1 of each given year, unless
noted otherwise.

Benefit rates are those in force in October of each year.
The average benefit per woman per month is an annual figure.

Benefit rates at 1970 prices were computed according to the Consumer Price Index (including
fruit and vegetables) on the basis of the annual average for each budgetary year.

The calculation of benefits as a percentage of the average wage per employee post is based on
figures for the average wage supplied by the National Insurance Institute and prepared by the

Central Bureau of Statistics. The annual average wage (per fiscal year) was calculated by splicing
the various series for the periods: 1961—4; 1965—8; and 1968-70.

CHAPTER I: CHILDREN

Since July 1975, when the reform in income tax came into effect, and following Amendment
No. 17 to the National Insurance Law, a Children’s Allowance is paid directly by the National
Insurance Institute for every child under 18 years of age in Israel. From the same time, the
Allowance has been calculated according to the value of an income tax credit point, fully linked
to any increase in the Consumer Price Index, updated every six months, in October and April

of each year.

Children’s Allowance — This is calculated at the level of one credit point each for the first two
children, and a point and a quarter for each subsequent child.

Family Allowance for Veterans (According to the Demobilised Soldiers Law — Return to Work) —
this allowance, funded by the Governfnent, is given to families, one of whose members has

served in the Israel Defence Forces or other security arm as defined by law. The allowance was
initially paid for the fourth and subsequent children as from July 1, 1970, but has been paid

for the third child also since January 1, 1974.

When no eligibility is accorded under the Demobilised Soldiers Law, an allowance identical in
amount to the Family Allowance. has, since September 1, 1970, been paid to the following
population groups:

_  FEamilies on welfare, funded by the Government.

—  Families of new immigrants who arrived in the country after September 1, 1967, funded

by the Jewish Agency.

Family Allowance for veterans is calculated at the level of three-quarters of a credit point for the
third child, a point for the fourth and fifth children, and one and a quarter points each for the sixth
and subsequent children. '

Compensation for Cost-of-Living Increases — As from April 1, 1973, an extra amount financed
by the Government, is added to the Large Family Allowance to compensate beneficiaries for
cost-of-living increases.



DATA SOURCES e
The financial data are taken from the accounts of the Finance Department.

The figures for claims for maternity grants and maternity allowances are obtained from the
monthly reports submitted by the branch offices and are based on materia! in the Claim Regis-
ters. .

Figures for the number of women receiving maternity allowances are processed from files con-
taining claim and payment details of these women throughout the year.

NOTES WITH RESPECT TO THE TABLES AND COMPUTATION METHODS

Unless noted otherwise, annual figures refer to the fiscal year, commencing April 1 of
each given year. )

The maternity grant rates are those for October of each year.

The average pér day and per beneficiary maternity allowance are annual averages; Benefit rates
and averages at 1970 prices were computed according to the Consumer Price Index (including
fruit and vegetables) on the basis of the annual average for each fiscal year. .

The calculation of benefits as a percentage of the average wage per employee post is based on
figures for the average wage supplied by the National Insurance Institute and prepared by the
Central Bureau of Statistics. The average annual wage (per fiscal year) was calculated by splicing
the various series for the periods: 1961-4; 1965-8; and 1968-70.

CHAPTER H: ALIMONY PAYMENTS -

The Alimony Law — Assurance of Payment — guarantees minimum means of subsistence to a
woman entitled to alimony by judgement. Should the person liable not fulfil the judgement, the
law releases the woman from the execution of it and imposes on the National Insurance Institute -
the collection of the full amount due according to the judgement from the person liable. The law
came into force on October 1, 1972, with the payments being funded by the Government.

The-amounts paid are as determined in the judgement or in the alimony regulations, whichever
is the lower of the two. The rates according to the alimony regulations are those of the survivors’
pension incremented by the supplementary benefit. (See Introduction to Chapter B).

-

DATA SOURCES

The financial data are taken from the accounts of the Finance Department. Figures for the
number of women receiving alimony are obtained from the payments files containing claim and
payment details.

Figures for alimony qlairns are based on the records in the Claims Register.



2. Destitute disabled persons, i.e. disabled Prisoners of Zion whose income, including that of
a cohabiting spouse, does not exceed the amount of the old-age pension, are entitled to a
benefit representing the sum total of:

a. half the Principal Benefit due to him as a disabled person.
b. The minimum guaranteeed income of a single person. ‘

3. Needy disabled person, i.e. disabled Prisoners of Zion, who cannot earn a living due to sick-
ness, are entitled to the fellowing benefit: If the medical committee determines that the
degree of disability is between 25% and 49%, he will receive the benefits due to a “destitute
person”. If the medical committee determines his degree of disability between 50% and
100%, he will receive the principal benefit due to him as a disabled Prisoner of Zion plus an
increment equal to the amount of the principal benefit according to his degree of disability,
rounded up to the nearest 10%.

4.  The family of a Prisoner of Zion serving a prison term will receive a benefit up to the mini-
mum guaranteed income, The size of this benefit depends on the income level of members
of the family and the number of dependents.

5.  The families of martyrs killed in the Zionist cause are entitled to benefits paid according to
the Soldiers’ Families Law.

DATA SOURCES

Data on the activities of the medical committees have been taken from these committees’ monthly
reports and local office reports submitted to the Head Office. The figures for benefit recipients
are from the Claims’ Register kept at the Prisoner of Zion Unit at the Head Office of the N.LL

CHAPTER G: MATERNITY

Maternity benefit provides two forms of benefit:
Maternity Grant — paid to every woman giving birth; one part covers hospital costs, while the
other is a cash grant for the purchase of a layette. The law came into force on April 1, 1954,

The Institute also participates in the costs of travelling to the hospital for women who live far
away, .

" Maternity Allowance — paid for the period of maternity leave (up to 12 weeks) to an insured
person who is an employee or self-employed.

Maternity Allowance for Demobilised Girl-Soldiers — paid to women who were unable to com-
plete the legally-required qualifying period because of their military service, and funded by the
Ministry of Defence.

Since April 1973, a woman adopting a child up to the age of 10 is entitled to an Adopting
Mother's Leave Allowance, under the same conditions of entitlement as for the maternity
allowance.

Payment for a Woman Who Dies in Childbirth — for an insured woman who dies in childbirth or
within one year thereof, a special payment will be made for one or two years on behalf of the
child. The amendment to the law came into effect-on April 20, 1973.
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(7) To other dependents of the insured, if he left no widow nor children entitled to a pen-

sion: .
a. For one dependent — 50%
b. For two dependents — 75%
¢. For three dependents — 90%
d. For four or more dependents — 100%.

BORDER AND HOSTILE ACTION CASUALTIES

Persons injured in Border and Hostile Action are entitled to benefits similar to those paid to the
work injured.

Benefits to border casualties a1:e paid to those injured after February 1949, payments having
been made since December 1956.

Benefits to casualties of hostile action are paid to those injured after June 4, 1967, payments
having been made since 1970,

Both payments are funded by the Government.

CHAPTER F: PRISONERS OF ZION

A Prisoner of Zion is one who:!
1. Was imprisoned after the establishment of the State because he engaged in, or was accused of
engaging in, Zionist activity in countries where such is forbidden, or
2. Was arrested in an enemy country, after the establishment of the State, because of his Zion-
ist activity, and was held for a period of at least six months, or was held for a shorter perlod
- and as a result of his imprisonment is afflicted with a disability of at least 25%, or
3. Disappeared in an enemy country and his disappearance can be attributed to his Jewish identity
or to the hostile relations between that country and the State of Israel.

A Martyr is one who was executed or tortured to death outside Israel by the authoritics of
another country because of his Jewish identity, his attachment to Israel or the hostile re]auons
between that country and the State of Israel.

An agreement concerning benefits payable to Prisoners of Zion, their families and the families of
martyrs was s1gned in October 1975 between the Jewish Agency and the National Insurance
Institute, under Section 200 of the National Insurance Law. The agreement confers upon a resi-
dent citizen of Israel, recognized as a Prisoner of Zion by the competent authority in the Ministry of
- Immigrant Absorption, the following rights, classified according to the type of disability:

1. Ordinary disabled persons, i.e. Prisoners of Zion whose degrée of disability, as determined

by a medical committee, is at least 25% are entitled to disability benefits in accordance

with their degree of disability, to a ceiling of 78% of the \;vage or salary (basic rate + cost

of living increments) payable to a civil servant in grade 10 of the unified pay scale. This will

hereafter be termed the “Principal Benefit”.



Average Pension — The average annual pension paid to a person injured at work.

Pensions at 1970 Prices — The figures are deflated according to the average Consumers’ Price
by
Index (including fruit and vegetables) for each fiscal year.

Pensions as Percentage of Average Wage Per Employee Post —- The calculation is based on

figures for the average wage per employee post estimated by the Central Bureau of Statistics from . ‘

data provided by the National Insurance Institute. Average annual wage (per fiscal year) is cal-
culated by splicing the series for the periods 1961-4; 1965-8; and, 1968-70.

Cause of Accident, Nature of Injury and Affected QOrgan — Since 197071, the cause of accident,
nature of injury and part of the body injured have been recorded in accordance with the I.C.D.A.
International Medical code, thus facilitating greater detail than in the past.

Dependents of Work Injury Victims

The Institute pays a pension or grant to dependents of an insured person killed in a work
accident.

Dependents of an insured person, as defined by law, are: His wife at the time of death; his
children; parents whose main support was provided by the insured person; or parents incapable of
supporting themselves and whom the Institute has approved, in the interests of equity, as full or
partial dependents; a grandparent, or sibling, who lived at the insured person’s home for at least
12 months prior to the injury, was wholly supported by him and is incapable of self-support, for
as long as he or she is so incapable. In the case of an insured female, her husband at the time of
death will be considered a dependent, if he has a child living with him, is incapable of self-sup-
port, or has an income not exceeding IL1,224 per month (as of April 1, 1976 and subject to
change).

Benefit Rates — The Institute pays a pension computed at a percentage of the full work disability
pension, as follows:
+ (1) To a widow aged 50 or more — 60%

(2) To a widow aged 40, but not yet 50 — 40%

(3) To a widow (of any age) who immediately prior to the death of the insured person was
incapable of supporting herself at work, for as long as she is so incapable — as for a
widow aged 50 (see above).

(4) To a widow with children eligible for a pension who no longer live with her — as though
she were aged 50 (see above).

(5) To a widow whose children still live with her, for as long as they remain with her, irres-
pective of her age — as (1) (60%), plus a children’s increment: ‘

a. For one child — 20% .
b. For two children — 30%
c. For three or more children — 40%
(6) To children surviving an insured person for whom there is no widow entitled to receive
an increment on their behalf as in (3), e.g. when she re-marries:
a. For one child — 60%
b. For two children — 80%
c. For three children — 90%
d. For four or more children — 100%
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. GENERAL REMARKS: DEFINITIONS AND METHODS OF COMPUTATION
The annual figures refer to the fiscal year, beginning April 1 of each year, unless stated otherwise.

Categories of Insured Persons — The population is d1v1ded into two categories: Self-employed
and Employee.

Self-Employed — Persons engaged in business or agriculture who do not employ other
salaried persons, or employers who work in their own factories without drawing a salary.
Empioyees — All wage earners, salaried persons and workers who are not coveréd by the
"definition of “self-employed

The figures for 1955 refer to employees only. The self-employed were first msured in 1957.

The figures in the tables relate only to those work injured whom the Institute compensated or
whose dependents received compensation. They do not include injuries which the Institute
recognized but for which it did not make any payments (injured persons who were absent from
work for one or two days only).

Risk Branch — The Risk Branch is composed of a number of sub-divisions.

Eight separate risk branches are listed and they are only partially parallel to the main economic
branches as defined in the “Standard Industrial Classification of all Economic Activities, 1970
of the Central Bureau of Statistics. For example: Mining and Quarrying constitute a separate
branch for the purposes of the National Insurance Institute, but in the Standard Classification
they are both included under Industry (Mining and Manufacturing). Another example is the
“Services” branch, which is treated as one for the purposes of the National Insurance Institute,
including all types of service. In the Standard Classification of 1970, the services are divided into
four different economic branches, according to the one for which the service is provided.

The tabulations in the Statististical Abstract are classified according to the risk branches. That of
“Professional Training” having been added since 1970—71.

- Number of Work Days Lost — workdays which are lost as a result of work accidents, 1ncludmg'
those that resulted in fatalities.

— A fatal accident is considered as 6,000 work days lost.

— Total disability is also considered as 6,000 work days lost. ‘

— Partial disability is calculated as the degree of disability multiplied by 6,000 work days.

It is worth noting that definitions of total or partial disability do not allow for the fact that many
disabled persons with a high degree of disability do not lose their work capability altogether and
find a place of work after a period of rehabilitation. ~

In calculating the number of days lost, Saturdays and holidays are taken into account.
Frequency Rate — number of accidents per thousand employed persons. Since 1970—71, data.
on the number of employed persons have been provided by the Central Bureau of Statistics from

its Manpower Surveys. Changes in the definition of the number of employces has brought about
alterations in the historic series of frequency rates.

Severity Rate — Average number of work days lost per employed person.

Re-evaluation — As the result of wage increases, in excess of the compensation by way of cost of
living increments, the pensions are re-evalued periodically.
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CHAPTER E: WORK INJURIES

Work Injuries Insurance entitles the insured who suffers an injury at work to the following bene-
fits under the National Insurance Law:

Injury Benefits — to the worker who is injured at work and is absent from work for a period
which does not exceed 182 days.

Disability benefit — for injured persons for whom a temporary or permanent degree of disability
has been determined. Benefits are paid to the injured person in several ways:
— Monthly pension — for injured persons whose degree of disability is higher than 20%.
— Grant — for injured person whose degree of disability is between 5% — 19%.
—  Conversion of Disability Pension to Grant — Injured persons may in certain circum-
stances convert the monthly disability pension to a grant the value of which shall be
equal to the capitalised monthly pension.

Medical Treatment — payment of hospitalization and medical rehabilitation.
Vocational and Economic Rehabilitation — See Chapter J.

Dependents’ Benefit — to relatives who had been dependents of a person fatally injured in a work
accident.

DATA SOURCES

The financial data are derived from the accounts of the Finance Department. Figures for work
injuries benefit claims and the number of applications to medical boards are drawn from monthly
reports submitted by local offices and based on the material included in the Claims Register.

Data on work injuries benefit recipients were processed from files containing details of the claim
and payments to the injured persons during the year. The data relate to accidents which
odcurred in a specific year even if the payment was made in the following year, while the figures
for benefit claims for the same year indicate the total number submitted during that year,
