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sense of belonging to the ethnic group while reporting reduced levels of emotional distress among
the Arab-Bedouin population. After analyzing the two models, it was found that gender and the living
environment are the two moderating factors for differences in most of the direct, indirect, and overall
effects. The first research model shows that we must consider the contribution of the various barriers
within the unique Arab-Bedouin society in the Negev. The findings point out a tendency to self-
reliance and rely on informal factors in mental health issues associated with increased emotional

distress.

However, due to the uniqueness of the Arab-Bedouin population, this tendency contributes to
reducing emotional distress reports. Moreover, this barrier reverses the negative connection between
socio-economic status and emotional distress: people with a higher socio-economic status and not as

expected report higher levels of emotional distress .

The scientific contribution and uniqueness of the current research lies in its examination of barriers
and facilitators to seeking mental health services in the Arab-Bedouin society in the Negev,
recognizing this group’s unique context as a socially, culturally, and nationally marginalized
minority. For the first time, the research includes a broad range of globally recognized barriers and
facilitators, providing an opportunity to assess their relevance in this specific context. It also allows
for a detailed analysis of distinct segments within the Arab-Bedouin society by gender and residential
environments. Furthermore, the research proposes and validates a new division of the BACE
questions, enabling a deeper understanding of the mechanisms of barriers and facilitators through
five different dimensions, providing insight into the role of the Arab-Bedouin identity in explaining
high levels of emotional distress. The research emphasizes that women and village residents within
the Arab-Bedouin population are at higher risk of emotional distress. Barriers to seeking mental
health services contribute to this distress, despite high mental health literacy. Conversely, a stable

ethnic identity and a sense of belonging to the ethnic group help reduce emotional distress.

The research’s conclusions emphasize the importance of implementing culturally adapted models
when analyzing emotional distress and approaching mental health services in the Arab-Bedouin
population in the Negev. As the findings point out, cultural and social factors and resources
significantly reduce emotional distress. There is an apparent lack of formal, accessible treatment
resources adapted and adequate to the Arab-Bedouin population in the Negev. Future research
models should examine how reduced emotional distress correlates with reduced overcoming barriers
to approaching formal mental health services. Moreover, future research should suggest ways to
increase the catalysis for approaching these services, including higher exposure to mental health
issues and higher levels of literacy regarding mental health services, all within the social complexities
of the Arab-Bedouin population and its unique characteristics. This society tends to rely on informal

providers of care and assistance in mental health issues to cope with emotional distress.



sources. The research also hypothesizes that women will experience higher levels of both
objective-structural and subjective-personal barriers for approaching mental health services, unlike
men. In terms of ethnic identity, it is assumed that the residents of the villages will report higher levels

of affinity and self-acceptance .

After analyzing the various connections between all research variables, the main hypotheses were
that all barriers would be positively related to emotional distress and that high levels of coping with

these barriers would be related to high levels of emotional distress.

The current study was conducted as an exploratory research model, analyzing ethnic identity as a
barrier or catalysis for approaching mental health services among the Arab-Bedouin population in

the Negev.

The research was conducted using quantitative methodology and was characterized by a cross-
sectional setup. Arabic questionnaires were utilized for self-reporting to examine the following
variables: socio-demographic variables, background of approaching mental health services,
emotional distress, components of ethnic identity, barriers, and catalysts for approaching mental
health care and mental health literacy. The research sample consisted of 654 respondents while
maintaining a gender balance and ensuring a balance between the residents of the three primary
residential environments of the Arab-Bedouin population in the Negev: the residents of the Arab-
Bedouin city and towns, the residents of known but not developed settlements, and the residents of

unknown villages.

The main findings confirm most of the research hypotheses. Women reported higher levels of
distress than men. On the other hand, no significant differences were found between the residents of
the different residential environments in levels of reported emotional distress. It was found that
women demonstrate higher levels of literacy in mental health compared to men, who report a wider
extent of barriers based on self-reliance and turning to informal sources. It was found that the
residents of the unknown villages report higher levels of barriers based on social shame, stigmas, and

limitations in approaching mental health services .

Regarding the first model, the findings point out the ability to predict levels of emotional distress
among the Arab-Bedouin population based on socio-economic situation mediated by a set of barriers
for approaching mental health services: barriers based on stigmas, lack of access to services, barriers

based on self-reliance and turning to informal sources, and literacy levels on mental health issues.

Regarding the second model, the findings point out three components of ethnic identity: ethnic
identity exploration, sense of belonging to the ethnic group, and positive or negative attachment to
ethnic identity while reporting reduced levels of emotional distress. The affinity towards ethnic

identity was found to be the main factor in predicting reconciliation with the ethnic identity and the



Abstract

The Israeli government declared a health reform in mental health services on July 1st, 2015. The
primary purpose of this reform was to shift mental health services from the Ministry of Health to the
four Israeli health services funds to improve these services and make them much more accessible to
the entire population in Israel. Nevertheless, formal mental health services are almost not available

for the Arab-Bedouin population in the Negev even today.

There is a clear gap between the mental services in the Negev and the apparent mental distress
among the Arab-Bedouin population. Both equality and the number of existing mental services are
not sufficient, primarily due to a significant lack of professional members adapted to the culture and
language of the unique Arab-Bedouin population. Moreover, there are relatively few mental health

treatment centers in the Negev .

The existing services need to be improved due to a lack of staff members familiar with the Arab-
Bedouin culture and language. Despite the apparent need for mental health services, a relatively
narrow consumption of formal mental health services was found. This population is in a state of use
deficit. Thus, we should examine both the barriers and the catalysts for approaching formal mental

health services within the Arab-Bedouin population in the Negev.

The current study examines barriers and catalysts while analyzing the unique ethnic identity of the
Arab-Bedouin population. This examination of the barriers focuses on (a) subjective-personal
barriers, which include stigmas towards people with mental health issues and stigmas towards mental
health services in general, reliance on informal sources and self-reliance, self-confidence, trust, and
social shame ; (b) objective-structural barriers which include lack of accessibility to mental health
services and lack of culture and language adaptation; and (c) high literacy as catalysis for approaching
mental health services. This study also examines the unique ethnic identity of the Arab-Bedouin
population through the three axes of the typology of ethnic identity: the axis of identity research,
which examines the extent of practices ,studies and exploration of self-belonging to an ethnic group,
the axis of identity, which examines self-acceptance with the ethnic group, and the affinity axis
towards the person’s ethnic identity, in which the nature of the attachment to one’s identity is

examined as a high/positive or a low/negative affinity.

According to this research’s main hypotheses, no differences in the levels of reported emotional
distress will be found. Both women and residents of unfamiliar villages will report higher levels of
emotional distress, unlike men and residents of the central cities and towns and of familiar villages.
In addition, no differences will be found in reporting objective-structural barriers regarding aspects
of approaching mental health treatment and in reporting subjective-personal barriers in the aspects of

exposure to stigmas, low literacy in mental health, and the reliance on informal and self-supporting
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
