From January 1963, details on employment and wages have been _\ ‘ i
eomputed from a new, improved sample according to a different
‘method. Thus the data published from the new sample are not to ‘ ¢

be regarded as a direct continuation of the previous data.

The present annual report contains, also data on employees
and wages according to more detailed economic branches and
sectors, as well as wages according to the number of employees

in the enterprise,
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MISCELLANEOUS

A, Employers - The data on Employers, by local offices and
risk branch, are based on the Institute's Employers' Card Index,
which has been revised up to March 1969, This index ingludes
53.800 employers' cards and another 49,100 card of housewives
employing domestic help, as housewlves are also considered as

employers.

Another source of data on employers is their account fards which -
are maintained at branch offices. On March ‘31, 1969 details were

- punched for every employer regarding ﬁhe potential collection of
contributions, the balance of the account, number of employed, etc.,
The information served as a basis for the statistical processing.
This year, processing was done through the Institute's computer,
which enabled the inclusion of detalled statistical tables on the
extent of arrears, the amount of debt and the division of employers'

by number of workers in the enterprise and economic branch.

B. Legal Actions in the National Insurance Courts -~ Statistics
on legal actions in the National Insurance Courts are processed
from the claims cards centred in the Institute's Legal Division.
A separate table is devoted to the claims submitted in 1968, Accor-

ding to results of proceedings.

C. The Personnel Set-up of the Institute - The material is based
on the composition of the Institute for the years in question. In
this report, tables on personnel in the Institute by Branch Offices,
grades and functions are included. During 1964/65, the personnel of
the Institute were categorizéd within the framework of the Civil '
ServiceClassification. A separate table showa the classification

of the Institute's personnel according to the new grading.

D. Employees and Wages - The material has been prepared in coo-
peration with the Central Bureau of Statistics and is based on a

sample of reports that employers send monthly to the National
Insurance Institute. A note on these statistice appears in the

pamphlet "Employment and Wages of Employees from the National
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COLLECTION OF INSURANCE CONTRIBUTIONS AND PAYMEINT .OF BENEFITS

The tabler on collection of contributions and payment of

benefits are based on the Institute's balance sheets and finan-
c¢ial reports, They include general data on collection of contri=-
butions by category of insured persons, branch of insurance, and

benefits according to branch of insurance and local offices.

It should be noted that Employees Children Insurance (for the
.first three children up to age 18)was put into operation from
August 1, 1965, . Details on collection of contributiens and

" benefits in this insurance branch are included in the summaries.

There are also tables on receipts, itemized according to contri-
butions, Treasury allo¢ation, interest, etc., for all the years

of the Institute's existence, as well as tables on benefit pay-
ments and administrative expenditure. .A'table on payments by

the National Insurance Institﬁte on the accounts of other institu-

tions by category of payments has also been included.

The summaries on sources and number of payments for employers and
self-employed persons have been prepared on the basis of special

reports from branch offices to the Research Division.

As an introduction to the tables on collection of contributions,
data on insurance contribution rates as a percentage of salary
(to the maximum) are also included, separately for employers
(divided into employee and employer's share), self-employed and

other categories.

The reader will alsoe find details on the maximum and ninimum

amounts used for celculating contributions.

Data on benefit rates paid in the various branches of National
Insurance as well as maximum Injury and Maternity Beneflits are

alsc presented in thils report.



The calculation of the number of workdays lost was made in

the same way as in most other countries:! fatal accidents

and total disability are considered as 6,000 workdays lost and
partial disability is compﬁted according to the degree of
disability.

The data indicated refers to the number of cases for which

details were received when processing took place.

In the calculation of the number of workdays lost for which
Injury Benefits were paid, Saturdays and Festivals have been

taken into account.

Claims for work accidents of employees approved by the National
Insurance Institute in the year 1567/68 numbered 53600, and in
the year 1968/69 they numbered 64,000. The average rate of
frequency for all branches in the year 1967/68 reached 75.5 ,

If we were to take into account only those work accidents
occurring at work (and not those occurring to or from work),
the average rate of frequency for all branches in 1966/67 would
be 84.4 and for 1967/68 it would be only 69.0.

Approved claims for work accidents of non-employees in the
year 1967/68 numbered 7,000 (frequency rate 50.0) and in 1968/69
will reach 8,300 (frequency rate 57.0).
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INDUSTRIAL INJURIES INSURANCE

Data on work injuries are based on punched cards'prepared.from
report sheets on each case, which are sent to the Head Office after
benefits have been paid. R

The processing on injuries which resulted in disability is based
on material ineluded in the files of disability claimants. The

‘figures on fatal injuries were prepared from the files on claimants-
. for dependants' pensionssubmitted by relatives of the deceased.

Data on work injuries for a particdular year only include figures

on accidents which occurred during that year, The most recent
figures on work injuries are for 1967/68. The relative delay in
processing the claims stems from two_céuses; the injured person'
.is entitled to submit his claim up to one year after the accident's
occurrence and some claims are still being processed by branch

offices.

As far as the data included in the statistical tables is concerned,
a work accident is defined according to the definition in the
National Insurance Act. Consequently, the tables include road
accidents that occurred on the way to or from work; in some tables,

however, work accidents are listed separately.

The data for 1967/68 only relate to work accidents for which the
Institute paid benefits. Injuries which the Institute confirmed,
but did not pay benefits for, are not included (some 3,000 cases

of one or two days absence from work).

It should be borne gn mind that until July 1955 benefits were not
three

paid for the first-days of absence after the day on which the

accident occurred; since July 1955, benefits are not paid for the

" first two days only (the employer pays for the day on which the

" accident occurs).

VIII.
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These data give us a comprehensive picture of the numﬁer 6f
employees' children who benefitted from this allowance, In
1968/69 the Institute paid the allowance to 665,000 children
(first 3 children of employees), while in april, 1969, it paid
approximately 88,000 allowances for the fourth child and more
(at that time about 235,000 children) in all large families., A
total of 908,609 children re#ceived the allowance:from the Insti-
tute in the 1968/69 period.

The number of children not covered under any tjpe of insurance
{mainly first children of non-employees) was 220,000 in 1969,
according to a survey carried out by thé Central Bureau of Sta-
tistics.

Since August, 1967, Large Families Insurance has been paid also
to families in East Jerusalem, and in April, 1963, the fiéure for
recipients of this allowance had reached 4,000, covering approxi-
mately 11,000 children. '

Data on number of claims handled and approved for Large Family

Allowance are based on registrations in the claims fileées of the

branch offices, together with data from the automated
files of the Mechanisation Centre.

Along with current figures on large families, comparative
data is also given here between recipients of these allow=
ances and the total number of insured persons under National
Insurance and between permanent and temporary employees.
Comparisons among the general working population, according
to country of origin and period of immigration are also
included.
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Payments for birth grants and maternity benefits' have been in
. effect since April 195k,

Data on claims for birth grants and maternity benefits are bpged
on reports from the claims files of the branch offices and other

data as taken from automated files of the Mechanisation Centre.

The number of c¢laima for birth grants which were approved came
to 69,100 in 1968/9 and the number of claims for maternity bene-

fits came to

17,200, Average payment came to IL.782 per case,

as opposed to IL.734 in 1966/67.

As is known, birth grants have been paid since August 1967 to
mothers in East Jerusalem, and the number of claims that were
approved for these mothers was 2.361 .till March 1969. (To
March 1970 the number of approved ¢laims came to 4,928),

LARGE FAMILIES INSURANCE

The law creating Large Families Insurance came into effect

on September 1, 1959, thus making families with 4 children or

benefits.

The number of recipients of survivors' pensions was
32.797, of whom 13,602, or 42%, were recipients of supplementary
benefits, '

Among the other tables on old age, we have also included one
on cases of postponed retirement, by year of birth and the

number of years of postponement,

In addition to the benefits paid under the Nationalllnsurance
Lew, in April 1969 the Institute paid_épecial.old age pensions

to non-insured persons as follows @

a, To those who were residents of Israel prior to 1.9.67,
a total of 17,865 pensions;

b. To those who immigrated to Israel after 31.8.67, a total
' of 71% pensions, (Of these, 93.7% were recipients of.
supplementary benefits.)

It should be pointed out that there is an agreement between the
National Insurance Institute and a considerable number of local
authorities on granting medical ingsurance to recipients of
supplementary benefits. In March 1970 the number of those who

were granted medical insurance under this agreement was 7,680,

MATERNITY AND LARGE FAMILY ALLOYANCES INSURANCE

MATERNITY INSURANCE

Maternity insurance grants are given in two ways :

1) Birth grant - to every insured mother or wife of an -

insured,
2) Maternity benefits - to an insured woman who is

employed or self-employed.



OLD AGE AND SURVIVOHS INSURANCE

Data on claims for Old Age and Survivors benefits and burial
grants are based on the claimants' files at the various branch
offices; figures relating to recipients of Qld Age and Sur=
vivors pensions were provided by the Mechanisation Centre.

There is a qualifying period of one year for Survivors' Bene-
fita; thua Survivors' Insurance was put into effect on April 1,
1955.

Payment of Old Age Pensions was begun only in April, 195?.
"aince the law then stated that a resident had to have been

insured &t least 3 years before he was entitled to Old Age pen~

sions (This was later amended to 5 years).

The information on 0ld Age and Survivors' Insurance includes

. details on recipiénts of supplementary benefits as well. PFay-
ment of suppleméntary benefits to 0ld Age and Survivors' pen-
sioners began in April, 1965. Those entitled to the supplement
are ! old age bensioners whose income (other than the pension),
when considered together with the income of his spouse, 1is not
in excess of the pension of a person with no dependants; - and
recipients of survivors' benefits whose lncome (other thén the
pension) is not in excess of the benefit of a widow aged 50 or

more.

Figures on pensioners relate to a specific date - April 1969 -
and do not include those who no longer receive benefits (due to
death, emigration, etc.). The number of claimants for benefits

also inc¢ludes persons who stdppéd recelving pensions.

The number of old age pensioners in April 1969 was 103,797.

About 142,000 aged man and women received old age pensions at
this time, if we include the wives of pensioners who - while
not themselves receiving pensions - enabled their husbands to

qualify for larger benefits.
