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Abstract

The concept of poverty often arouses differences of opinion with regard to its
essence. This paper is based on a previous paper of Gottlieb and Manor (2005),
which calculated a poverty measure that combines the Canadian approach (MBM)
with the American approach (NRC). The MBM/NRC Measure as it was calculated for
Israel is located on a continuum between the two polar points of the absolute and
the relative measures. It belongs to a family of poverty measures in which the
poverty line is derived from an adequate consumption level of a basket of services
that reflects a realistic estimate of an adequate minimum for subsistence. Its linkage
to this minimum enables the use of its poverty line to evaluate the subsistence level
of income support — which constitutes the needy population's safety net of last

resort.

An analysis of the composition of the poor population shows that regarding 570,000
persons (8.0% of the total population in 2009), opinions on their poverty are divided
between the present approach and the official approach. It is interesting to compare
the poverty line — which reflects a sort of minimum for adequate subsistence — with
the level of present benefits by various family types. Such a comparison shows that
the level of benefit paid to large families (with 3 or more children) is far below the
adequate standard of living, and that the level of coverage of the benefit in large
families is less than a third. On the other hand, coverage rates for the elderly,
especially those aged 80 or over, are high, reaching about 70% or 80%, according to

the measurement rules proposed here.

The chances of being poor were examined according to two logistic models, and a

significant difference was found in the likelihood of being poor.
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
