The survey “The Cost of Social Security in Israel in the Years 1950-1976” is intended to
present the results of research, undertaken at the initiative of the National Insurance Institute,
in response to the growing demand for such a publication.

We hope that this survey, the first of its Kind to be published by the National Insurance In-
stitute, will be of use to several types of readers with an interest in social security: policy-
makers, researchers, administrators at many levels in both Israel and forgign countries.

material and who put together the theoretical background and the figures with great devotion
and effort.

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SCOPE OF THE RESEARCH

This survey on “The Cost of Social Security” in Israel arises out of the growing public interest in
the problems of social security, together with the fact that during the period 1950-1976, the rela-
tive importance of social security in the national economy increased substantially.

Social security was created because of social risks which the individual or the family are unable to
cope with alone. The aim of social security is to ensure that persons, who, ¢ither temporarily or
permanently, are not in a position to obtain an income, or who have to face exceptional material
responsibilities, be enabled to continue meeting their needs, by providing them with cash benefits
or certain services. Social security is recognised as one of the fundamental human rights; every-

one, as a member of society, has the right to social security along with protection of his econo-
mic situation and his health,

A country can be led towards social security only by successive achievements, stage by stage, first
establishing and then extending the coverage of social security schemes and branches. Israel’s
social security system reflects this principle. The first benefits paid — under the National Insurance
Bill that went into effect on April 1, 1954 — were to employees in employment injury insurance
in 1954, and to survivors in 1955. In 1957 the first old-age pensions were paid, and large family
insurance was introduced in 1959, Subsequently, other social security schemes and branches were
established and their coverage extended. In addition, both health and welfare services during the
survey period were considerably improved.

There is increasing recognition of the importance of the social security system in the national
economy and of social security schemes as an indispensable instrument in the implementation of
national social policy. In this connection, the main objectives of the present publication are:

(i) To present the content and classification of the social security schemes and branches, accord-
ing to the system adopted by the International Labour Office (I.L.0.), in such a way so that
comparisons with other countries may be drawn. The content of the social security system
adopted by the [.L.O. does not always correspond to that applied under the national social
security system in Israel, since our concept of social security includes benefits in respect to
contingencies other than those enumerated in Convention No. 102 (See Chapter II, Definitions
and Explanations): for example, the special allowances which compensate for loss of earnings
during military service (*“The Reserve Service Insurance Branch’), or the non-statutory pension
scheme of the Histradrut Pension Funds.

(ii) To present the series and to analyze the trends in the cost of the social security system, the
relative distribution of the cost among the main schemes and branches, and the trends among dif-
ferent sources of receipts; and to try to determine the economic incidence of the social security
system. In order to assess the importance of the social security system in the national economy,
the data are related to national accounts aggregates and to population data.

(iii) To present an international comparison, by determining trends in social security systems in
Various countries.

This publication is designed to meet the needs of policymakers and administrators at many levels,
und to help those who wish to explore the problems of the social security system.



I MAIN FINDINGS

In Israel the coverage of the social security system has been established and extended with suc-
cessive achievements, stage by stage.

This analysis examines the cost of social security in Israel in relation to levels of economic de-
velopment, since the interaction of social and economic activities is today a significant fact.

Social security receipts! in Israel reached IL15,95]1 million in 1976 as against IL20 million in
1950 and IL2,080 million in 1970. Social security expenditure! was IL14,613 million in 1976 as
against IL21 million in 1950 and IL1,694 million in 1970.

Table A/l describes the evolution and the annual percent of increase of social security receipts
and expenditures,

The figures in Table A/1 disclose that during the period under review the social security receipts
and expenditures increase each year, revealing a trend of development in the social security
system in Israel, as well as an extension of coverage of this system.

Between the years 1955-1971, the annual percent of increase is higher for social security receipts
than for expenditures. Conversely, in the years 1972-1974, the annual percent of increase is
higher for social security expenditure, In the years 1975 and 1976 annual percent of increase is
almost the same for both social security receipts and social security expenditures.

lExcludj.ng transfers from/to other schemes covered by the social security system, The amounts of transfers cancel each other
out, and for the purpose of comparative tables as well as in the analvsis, the net totals only — after deduction of transfers — have

In the first chapter of this analysis we are concerned with examining the relative importance at-
tached to social security expenditures of the individual social security main branches and public
schemes, and the stage of development reached by them. This importance is underlined by the
cost which these expenditures entail. As mentioned in Chapter II, the concept of social security
expenditure used here conforms to the one recommended by the International Labour Office,
namely: Social security expenditure is that expenditure covering the cost of social security pro-
grames.?

Social Security Expenditures

We refer in Table A/2 to the main branches and public schemes,?

The total expenditure includes benefits, administrative expenditure and other expenditure for
all the branches and public schemes of social security.

Table A/2 reveals a number of interesting features. One of the most significant is the important
share of expenditure taken up by sickness-maternity insurance and public health services. These
play a primary role within the framework of social security main branches and public schemes.
These two components of the cost of social security represent together 69.0% of total social
security expenditure in the year 1960, with sickness-maternity at 42.1% and public health ser-
vices at 26.9%.

On the other hand, it is interesting to note that in the same year the old-age and survivors’ in-
surance, and family and children’s allowances branches represent together only 14.9% of total
social security expenditure, with old-age and survivors’ insurance at 12.4% and family and child-
ren’s allowances at 2.5%.

In this connection, we must point out that collection of contributions for old-age pensions began
in 1954, and payment of pensionsin 1957, The collection of contributions for survivors also began
in 1954, and payment of pensions in 1955. The Sick Fund was founded by Jewish agricultural
workers in 1912 and merged with the other then-existing fund in 1920, becoming the first health
insurance institution in Israel — Kupat Holim of the Labour Federation®* — and extending medical
care all over the country. Kupat Holim and the other sick funds represent, in the first stage of
social security development, the largest component of the social security system in Israel. Al-
lowances for large families were paid from 1959, but not for all children. Since 19635 allowances
for employees’ children were paid for the first three children, and a uniform system of child
allowances was introduced by the 1975 Reform in Tax-Transfer Payments in Israel. There was
a change from a mixed system of child allowances and tax exemptions to a uniform system (the
value of tax exemptions being incorporated into the allowance).

In the years 1965 and 1970 there were no major changes. The share of sickness-maternity insur-
ance and public health services was 54.5% in 19635 as against 48.1% in 1970.

An important development in recent years has been the rise in the relative share of old-age and
survivors® insurance and family and children’s allowances expenditure. In 1976 their relative share
combined came to 38.8% as against 14,.9% in 1960 and 19.2% in 1965. Conversely, the relative
share of sickness-maternity insurance and public health services declines from 69.0% in 1960 and
54.5% in 1965 t0 48.1% in 1970 and 38.,0% in 1976. Both are now (1976) on the same level.

From Column 6 of Table A/2 we can note the significant change in the relative share of expendi-
ture on family and children’s allowances. The expenditure allotted to family and children’s allow-
ances has increased from 2.5% in 1960 and 7.3% in 1965 to 20.8% in 1976, representing a fifth
of total social security expenditures. At the same time, we must emphasize that in both 1960
and 1976, the largest share of expenditure was allotted to sickness-maternity insurance, but with
a relative downward tendency. By using the same relative distribution, it may also be noted that
there have been no great changes in the relative share of the government employees’ pension
scheme and other insurance branches, each representing 3-4% of total expenditure, Likewise, a
very marked decrease in relative importance takes place in the scheme “Public Assistance”. The
relative share of this scheme declines from 17.2% in 1965 to 11.3% in 1970, and to only 7.0%
in 1976.

The analysis of the relative distribution of social security expenditure according to destination
highlights the importance of each category of benefiis within the total expenditure. To examine
this issue, we consider here the benefits (medical care, benefits in kind and cash benefits) and ad-
ministrative expenditure and other expenditure,

Table A/3 shows the relative distribution of social security expenditure according to destination.
From this table, we see that total benefits expenditure — the main share of social security expen-
diture — holds approximately the same relative importance over the whole of the period under

review: in 1960 — 87.3%; in 1965 — 89.0%;in 1970 — 88.1%:and in 1976 — 89.8% of total ex-
penditure,

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The categorization of total benefits expenditure in medical care, benefits in kind and cash benefits
reveals that in the period 1955-19635, the share of medical care benefits in total social security
expenditure represents over half of total expenditure and is the principal part of total benefits,
On the other hand, in the period 1973-1976, the share of cash benefits in total social security ex-

penditure represents above half of total expenditure and is now the main component of total
benefits, as is the case in all industrialised countries.

It is worthwhile to point out that the relative share of medical care benefits expenditure in total
social security expenditure was around 65.5% in 1955, 51.3% in 1965, but only 29.9% in 1976.
Conversely, the trend is upward in the relative share of cash benefits expenditure in total expendi-
ture, while the cash benefit expenditure soars in 1976 to 56.8% of total social security expendi-
ture as against 18.1% in 1955 and 37.7% in 1965.

If we go more deeply into the structure of the schemes, it becomes clear that the main component
of medical care is to be attributed to the medical care provided by sickness-maternity insurance,
rather than to that provided by the public health services. The structure of cash benefits reveals
that the main components are old-age and survivors’ insurance and family and children’s allowan-
ces.

With regard to benefits in kind, these represent 3.1% of total expenditure in 1976 as against 5.4%
in 1970, a tendency to lower relative share.

Furthermore, using the categorization of expenditure according to destination, we note that ad-

ministrative expenditure decreases from 9.5% in 1955 and 7.7% in 1965 to 4.7% of total expendi-
ture in 1976.




A further consideration is that in the period under review, the social security expenditure among
the different schemes has increased throughout. The extension of coverage of social security
systems, population increases, the rise in the number of insured persons and their dependants,:
the devaluation of the Israeli pound, the expansion of social public services, etc. — all these have

been factors in the growth of social security expenditure,

2. Social Security Receipts

As a next step, we examine the financing of the cost of social security — the receipts of the social
security system in Israel and the relative importance attached to the individual main branches and
public schemes.

Table A/4 describes the distribution of social security receipts for the main branches and schemes
and the stage of development reached by them.

Total receipts include contributions from insured persons, contributions from employers, govern-
ment and other public authority participation, income from capital and other receipts.

We refer here to the same branches and public schemes’ as those discussed in the chapter on
social security expenditures.

The relative level of resources allocated to finance the cost of social security, by schemes and
branches, is connected with social objectives. The size of funds for financing benefits which come
from contributions, government and other public authority participation and other receipts are
factors that influence the level of social security expenditure and the magnitude of social benefit
expenditure. The growth in the amounts of social security receipts in the period 1950-1976 also
reflects the expansion of coverage of the social security system.

The first significant feature arising from the figures of the table is the important share of old-age
and survivors’ insurance and sickness-maternity insurance receipts. In the year 1960, receipts of
these two main branches represent 57.8% of total social security receipts, subsequently showing
a tendency to smaller relative shares among the total receipts. Thus, in 1965, the relative share of
the two branches combined declines to 50.3% of total receipts and in 1976 to 42.1%. It should,
however, be emphasized that the two branches, throughout the period under review, have the
largest share of social security receipts. The relative share of old-age and survivors’ receipts repre-
sent 22%-24% of the total in the period 1960-1976, The relative share of sickness-maternity re-
ceipts in the same period drops from 35.6% in 1960 to 27.0% in 1965 and 19.7% of total receipts
in 1976.

The second significant feature that is obvious from the relative distribution of the receipts is a
very marked increase in the relative share of receipts belonging to the family and children’s allow-
ances branch, Thus, in 1960 their relative share of receipts represents 2.2% of the total, increasing
to 7.7% in 1965, 11.4% in 1970, and reaching 17.9% of total social security receipts in the year
1976. This is due to the change in the system of child benefits introduced by the 1975 Reform.
The allowance is now calculated according to the value of an income tax credit point, linked fully
to the cost-of-living index, according to which the cost-of-living increment paid to employed per-
sons is calculated. After the tax reform of July 1975, the government’s participation in covering

the expenses of this branch increased considerably, as may be seen in the figures of 1975 and
1976.

Conversely, the relative share of public health services and public assistance declines in the same
period. The former drops from 25.0% in 1955 to 18.0% in 1965 and to only 11.3% of total re-
ceipts in 1976, while the latter drops from 13.7% in 1965 to 6.4% of total social security receipts
in 1976.

The other branches, which include employment injury, disability and unemployment insurances,
represent a combined relative share of 11.4% of total receipts in 1976 as against 5.7% in 1955,
owing to the extended coverage of the system. Employment injury insurance came into effect
in 1954, collection of contributions for disability insurance began in 1970, and payment of pen-
sions in 1974. The collection of contributions for unemployment insurance also began in 1970,
and the payment of benefits in 1973,

The analysis of the relative distribution of social security receipts according to financial resources
reveals the portions of contributions from insured persons and from employers, government parti-
cipation, etc. The contributions — payable as a percentage of wages — finance only part of total
social security expenditure, A considerable portion of the funds received in the various schemes
and branches are allocated by the Government.
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The table below describes the distribution of social security receipts according to resources and
the stage of development reached by them.

The relative level of social security resources is linked to the importance and size of social secur-
ity schemes and branches.

For a long period in social security development in Israel, the total contribution (from insured
persons and from employers) was the greatest portion of financial resources. The contributions
of wage-earners are paid partly from their own wages and partly by their employers, with the self-
employed carrying the entire burden of their contribution. The data concerning contributions
refer to the following branches of social insurance: old-age and survivors, employment injury,
maternity, sickness, children, disability and unemployment insurance.,

In recent years the greatest amounts of contributions have been collected in the branches: sick-
ness, old-age and survivors, children, employment injury insurances.

As mentioned above, the highest share in the relative distribution of social security receipts ac-
cording to source, in the years 1955-1974, is represented by total contributions. In recent years,
1975 and 1976, we can see that Government and other public authority participation is the main
part of total social security receipts.

The total contributions show, for 1955-1974, percentages between 60.0 for 1955 and 47.4 for
1974, with a continuous relative downward trend between the years 1955-1965. In the period
1970-1972, the relative importance attached to tctal contributions, expressed as a percentage of
total receipts, compared with the period 1960-1965, shows relatively higher shares, but declines
again between the years 1973-1976.

As for Government and other public authority participation: it shows percentages between 38.6

for 1955 and 32.6 for 1972, with a relative downward trend in this period (1955-1972). Contrary
to this relative decrease, we see that the relative share in total receipts of Government and other
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public authority participation continually increases for the period 1973-1976, In fact, this relative
share soars from 32.6% of total receipts in 1972 to 46.3% in 1976. In recent years, the most im-
portant participation by the Government and other public authorities is to the Family and Child-
ren’s allowances, Old-Age and Survivors’ insurance and to the public schemes (public health
services and public assistance) and war victims.

If we go more deeply into the structure of the contributions it can be seen that, beginning with
the year 1960, the amounts of contributions paid by employers have comprised the main com-
ponent of total contributions. In the period 1972-1976 the employers’ contribution amounted to
a multiple of that required of employees, thus reflecting the evolution of industrial relations. In
this connection, it should also be mentioned, for example, that in the branch of old-age and
survivors’ insurance, the insurance contribution from employees is 1.9% of wages and from em-
plovers — 3.6% of wages. For children’s allowances, employment-injury, angd disability there is no
contribution made by employees. Employers’ contributions come to 3.4% of wages for chﬂdren S
allowances, 0.7-4.0% of wages for employment injury and 0.7% of wages for disability.5

For the period 1955-1975, the analysis of the relative distribution of social security receipts ac-
cording to source highlights the propensity of the relative contributions from insured persons in
total receipts to decline. This relative contribution in 1955 represents 31.4% of total social se-
curity receipts; in 1965 it decreases to 23.7% and in 1975 is only 12.7% of total receipts. In con-
trast to this situation, the relative part of the contribution from employers marked out a trend
to a higher relative share in the period 1955-1972, throughout which there are constant increases,
with the relative share of the contribution from employers reaching 38.0% of total social security
receipts in 1970 as against 28.6% in 1955. In the years 1973-1976, the relative share of this com-
ponent declines from 39.7% in 1972 to 31.9% of total social security receipts in 1976. Turning
back to Government (and other public authority) participation, we can see that in the same
period, 1973-1976, its relative share of social security receipts shows a tendency to increase. Thus,
in the year 1973, the relative share of Government participation was 37.8% of total social security
receipts, while in 1976 it reached 46.3%, representing the largest of all the components of social
security receipts.

As for the item, “Income from Capital”, we note that its relative share in total social security

receipts represents around 6.0% in the period 1972-1976, as against 2.7% in 1960 and 4.3% in
1970,

So far, we have analyzed the relative distribution of the cost among the schemes and the main
branches, and the trends of the different sources of financing the cost of social security. A
measure of the relative importance of social security in the economy can be found by expressing
social security receipts and expenditures as a percentage of the Gross Domestic Product.”

Over the whole period under review, the relative importance of the social security system in Israel
gradually increased, with higher percentages of expenditures and receipts of the national account
aggregate — Gross Domestic Product. Within this period, the receipts on social security constituted

16.1% of the Gross Domestic Product in 1976 as against 4.4% in 1950. Expenditure on social
security constituted 14.8% of the Gross Domestic Product in 1976 as compared with 4.6% in

1950. As explained in Part [ of the Analysis, during this period social security coverage was ex-
tended, new beneficiaries were included in the social security system and there was an expansion

of social public services.

The figures in Column 2 of Table A/6 are based on the International Labour Office definition,
while in Column 3, the most important non-statutory pension scheme in Israel, the Histadrut
Pension Fund, has been included in the data.

The benefits paid out by the Histadrut Pension Fund increased from IL82.6 million in 1970 to
IL797.2 million in 1976,

Table A/7 enables the trends in receipts and expenditures for the period under review to be an-
alysed, when the effect of demographic development has been eliminated. From the figures of
this table, it appears that in the given period, both the average annual social security receipts per
head of population and the average annual social security expenditure per head of population
have increased year by year. The greatest annual percent of increase was in 1974-1976. These
figures per head of population are influenced by the rapid rise in the cost of living that took
place in Israel during these years.

From annual receipts of social security per head of population of IL79 in 1955, we find I1.709
in 1970 and 114,514 in 1976. Approximately the same increases for expenditure are found in the
years 1974-1976,

Comparing the annual percent of increase of social security receipts and expenditure and the
annual percent of increase of social security receipts and expenditure per head of population, we
can see that in the period under review the annual percent of increase per head of population is
lower than the percent of increase of total social security receipts and expenditure, owing to the
demographic development and demographic structure that affect the data.

To find an answer to the problem of how the national system of social security is financed, we
can show the magnitude of the source of financing as a percentage of the Gross Domestic Product
and the changes which took place during the period under review,

In 19635, the total contribution (from insured persons and employers) represented 4.6% of G,.D.P,,
in 1970 — 6.6%, in 1971 — 6.9%, and in 1976 — 7.3%. These increases are due, in the first place,
to the important changes undergone by the social security system since 1969. Total contributions
increased from IL1,251 million in 1970 to IL7,257 million in 1976, At the same time, Govern-
ment and other public authority participation was raised from 3.0% of G.D.P. in 1965 to 7.5% in
1976.

3. fnternational Comparison

Twenty countries are included in the analysis of international comparison. Many of them can be
classified into one of two groups, in accordance with the fundamental social security concept
they employ.®

1. “Beveridge” countries. Amongst this type rank those countries where old-age and survivors’
insurance has been declared compulsory for the entire population, and all residents are guaranteed
a minimum pension for subsistence independent of the duration of contributions or previous
salary levels. Among these countries are: United Kingdom, Finland, the Netheriands, United
States of America, Sweden and Switzerland.

2. “Bismark™ countries, These are the countries that, as a rule, have not introduced general old-
age and retirement insurance, but do provide retirement benefits, In many cases, only certain seg-
ments of the population are covered by these benefits, and the size of the pension is largely
proportionate to the size of earnings prior to retirement. In this group are included: Austria,
Belgium, Federal Republic of Germany.

Table A/8 will help us to understand the nature and extent of the social security system in the
countries included in the analysis, and the positions of their social security systems in an inter-
national comparison.

The basic data used in this table are drawn from the I.L.O. inquiries as regards the cost of social
security. Table A/8 reveals the position of Israel’s expenditure and receipts of social security in
an international comparison, and determines the status of Israel’s social security system. The table
shows what extent of social security is provided in various countries from Europe?, the United
States, Australia and New Zealand.

Among the 20 countries, the Netherlands ranks first in this table, both for expenditure and for
receipts, as percentages of Gross Domestic Product. In 1974, the percentage for expenditure is
24.8 and for receipts 29.7. This is roughly twice that of countries such as the United States,
New Zealand, Israel, Australia and Greece, and more than twice the percentage of Portugal and
Turkey,

It is important to realise that the G.D.P. per capita in 1974 is §5,136 in the Netherlands as against
$7,355 in Switzerland, although the latter’s percent of expenditure of G.D.P, is 13.9 in 1974
and its percent of receipts in the same year is only 15.5.

QCnmmnn Market economy countries only.
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The Netherlands, with the greatest percent of expenditure and receipts of G.D.P., heads Table
A/8, and is followed by Sweden with an expenditure of 24.4% and receipts of 28.8%. It is impor-

tant to mention that Gross Domestic Product per capita in Sweden (at $6,886) is greater than in
the Netherlands (at $5,139).

A group of five countries (France, Italy, Denmark, Belgium and the Federal Republic of Ger-
many) follows Sweden, and their percentages of expenditure and receipts of G.D.P. are each
around 21, although their amounts of G.D.P. per capita are very different. In the Federal Repub-
lic of Germany, this amount is $6,216, in Denmark $5,984, in Belgium $5,466, in France $5,054;
but in ltaly, with the same percentages of expenditure and receipts of Gross Domestic Product,
per capita G.D.P. is only $2,754. The average Gross Domestic Product for the twenty countries
is $4,553. Austria, with a G.D.P. per capita of $4,347, has an above-average cost of social security.,

Countries with a high Gross Domestic Product per capita and with a low social security cost

(under the average of expenditure as percent of G.D.P.) are: Finland (15.4), Switzerland (13.9),
United States (12.5) and Australia (11.0).

The group of countries with both a G.D.P. per capita under the average for the 20 countries and

a cost of social security under the average (16%) includes: Ireland, the United Kingdom, New
Zealand, Israel, Greece, Portugal and Turkey.

[t is important to mention that many countries with high wages also have a high cost of social
security, This fact is revealed by the economic figures (earnings per hour in non-agricultural
sectors and expenditure of social security as percentage of G.D.P.) in Table A/9.

From Table A/8, we see that Israel, in accordance with the definition of the cost of social security
of the International Labour Office, is near the bottom of the table, and only four countries fol-
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low it. This is approximately the same situation as prevailed in the years 1960 and 1970,

Table A/9 reveals that the hourly income for urban employees in Israel in 1974 is also low, com-
pared with the earnings per hour in non-agricultural sectors in other countries. In the United
States the hourly income is $4.22, in the Netherlands $3.56, in the Federal Republic of Germany
$3.52, in Switzerland $3.36 — but in Israel only $1.46 and in Portugal $0.87.

Table A/10 presents data on average social security receipts, expenditure and benefit expenditure
per head of total population, converted into a common monetary unit, the United States dollar,
by means of exchange rates developed by the International Monetary Fund (the rates being ex-
pressed in units of national currency per United States dollar). For the sake of comparison, the
Gross Domestic Product per head converted into U.S. dollars is also quoted from the Year Book
of National Accounts Statistics, 19760, This table shows the substantial differences in level of
the cost of social security existing between the 20 countries included in the analysis. The same
differences can also be observed for the Gross Domestic Product per head of total population.

This table, expressing social security receipts and expenditure per head of population, makes it
possible for the level of these receipts and expenditure to be seen, when the effect of demo-
graphic development has been eliminated.

By ear Book of National Accounts Statistics, 1976, United Nations,
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Sweden with $1,978.5 U.S. dollars of social security receipts per head of population and $1,677.9
U.S. dollars of social security expenditure per head of population heads the table, followed by
the Netherlands, Federal Republic of Germany, Norway, Belgium, Denmark, France, and Switzer-
land. Social security receipts per head of population in all these countries are above 1,000 U.S.
dollars. There is a group of countries with social security receipts per head of population at be-
tween 400-900 U.S, dollars, namely: United States, Austria, Finland, Australia, Italy, New Zea-
land, United Kingdom. At the bottom of the table are the countries with a low level of social
security receipts per head of population (under $400), namely: Israel, Ireland, Greece, Portugal,
Turkey. It is interesting to mention that Israel is in the same position here as in Table A/S.

We must note that the countries with the greatest level of social security receipts per head of
population have a Gross Domestic Product per head of population of $5,000-§7,000. Likewise,
the countries with a low level of social security receipts per head of population have a low level
of Gross Domestic Product per head of population.

Countries with a high level per head of population of both social security receipts and Gross
Domestic Product are, in general, countries with the greatest crude activity rates (percentage of
total economically active population to the total population). We can see in Table A/11 that
countries such as Sweden, Federal Republic of Germany, Belgium, Denmark, France, Switzerland,
etc., have the greatest crude activity rates, ranging from 40% to 49% in 1974, In the same years
countries with a low level per head of population of both social security receipts and Gross
Domestic Product had, in general, a low level of crude activity rates (below 40%).

From the same table we can note that Government and other public authority participation is
very high in some countries, e.g. Denmark (90.0% of total receipts), New Zealand (88.7%), Aus-
tralia (73.9%), Ireland (67.0%), Sweden (57%), United Kingdom (51.8%). In countries with a
very low level per head of population of both Gross Domestic Product and social security receipts,
the percentage of Government and other public authority participation is also very low, e.g.
Greece (13.2%), Portugal (8.8%) and Turkey (1.9%). In these countries the greatest component
of social security receipts is the contribution from employers. In Denmark, New Zealand and
Australia, with a high percent of Government and other public authority participation in social
security receipts, the share of contributions from insured persons and employers is very low,

It is also interesting to note that in Sweden, the country with the highest level of social security
receipts per head of population, Government and other public authority participation represents
the greater part of receipts (57.0%), followed by contributions from employers (24.8%), with the
lowest part being the contribution from insured persons (11.0%). In the Netherlands, which
follows Sweden on the level of social security receipts per head of population, the greatest
component of receipts is the contribution from employers (41.6%), followed by that from
insured persons (37.9%), with Government and other public authority participation being only
13.2%. In lsrael the greatest component is Government and other public authority participation
(44.3%), followed by the contribution from employers (34.0%), while the contribution from
insured persons is less than a third (13.4%) compared with Government and other public au-
thority participation. From Table A/11 and from the findings stated above, it is plain that there
are wide differences in the manner of financing the cost of social security. The size of the contri-
butions has to do with the various social objectives of the social security schemes. A country
intending to provide relatively high benefits must provide relatively high funds to pay for these
benefits. These funds normally come, in the most part, from contributions, unless the Govern-
ment decides to add a high-level participation to the financing of the cost of social security. If the
mtention is to provide relatively low benefits, relatively low contributions and low governmental
participation are usually provided.

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Table A/12 determines the status of Israel’s social security when medical care is not included in
the benefits. This new comparison is interesting because in many countries of the world the share
of medical care in total benefit expenditures is very great. In 197111, in the countries of America
(excluding Canada and the United States) medical care represents 70% of all benefit expenditure;
in Africa 62%; in Asia (excluding Israel and Japan) 48%, but in Europe (market economy coun-
tries) it represents 27% of all benefit expenditure. In Israel medical care represents 64% of all
benefit expenditure for 1960 and 42% for 19712, We can see that, in countries with less develop-
ed social security schemes, the main emphasis in benefit expenditure is on medical care rather
than on cash benefits. Among industrialised countries with fairly well developed social security

schemes, medical care accounts for about 27% of total benefit expenditure, the main part being
cash benefits.

Amongst the 20 countries, the Netherlands ranks first for the year 1974 as in Table A/8 and is
followed by Sweden and France. In this table, Belgium, Austria and Italy are in positions 4, 5,
and 6 in the year 1974 lsrael changes position 16 for position 15 in the same year, with 8.4% of
the Gross Domestic Product. We must emphasize that the expenditure of social security (ex-
cluding medical care) as a percentage of the Gross Domestic Product in 1974 is 9.0% in the

United States, 9.2% in Switzerland, 9.5% in the United Kingdom, as against 19.5% in the Nether-
lands and 17.1% in Sweden.

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Since social security benefits are mainly used for consumption, a major measure of the relative
importance of social security in the economy is by expressing these benefits as a percentage of
total consumption (private and government final consumption expenditure). The data on benefit
expenditure as a percentage of total consumption expenditure in the year 1971 show that the
Netherlands also ranks first here, with 27.4%, followed by Sweden with 26.2%, Austria — 25.8%,
Federal Republic of Germany — 22.9%, Belgium — 22.7%, Denmark — 22.6%, Italy — 21.4%, and
Norway with 22.1%. The three countries Finland, France and the United Kingdom are in posi-
tions 9, 10, and 11 with 19.9%, 19.5% and 16.5% respectively. Six countries (Switzerland,
[reland, New Zealand, Greece, Australia and the United States) have percentages between 14.4
and 11.8. Israel, with 8.2% of total consumption, is followed by Portugal and Turkey.
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II DEFINITIONS AND EXPLANATIONS

The Universal Declaration of Human Rights, adopted on 10 December 1948 by the General As-
sembly of the United Nations, declares in Article 22 that:
“Everyone, as a member of society, has the right to social security and is entitled to reali-
sation, through national effort and international co-operation, of the economic, social and
cultural rights indispensable for his dignity and the free development of his personality.”

In Article 25 of the Declaration, the substance of the right is specified, as follows:
“Everyone has the right to a standard of living adequate for the health and well-being of him-
self and of his family, including food, clothing, housing and medical care and necessary social
services, and the right to security in the event of unemployment, sickness, disability, widow-
hood, old age and other lack of livelihood in circumstances beyond his control, Motherhood
and childhood are entitled to special care and assistance.”

{t is important to note that, according to the Declaration, social security should be the right of
every individual. It follows that the generalisation of social security is the essential factor which
should direct social security policy, as concerns both persons protected and risks which mater-
ialise. The development of social security in Israel shows that the coverage of social security
schemes was established and has been extended by successive achievements, stage by stage, and
that protection has been provided for the eventualities which threaten the economic situation
or health of the individual.

On the other hand, the concept of social security, on the basis of the principles laid down in the
Convention (No. 102) on Minimum Standards of Social Security, adopted in 1952 by the XXXVth
Session of the International Labour Conference, may be described as follows:
“Social security is a2 whole group of measures, taken by society, primarily by the State, in
order to guarantee to all the necessary medical care services and to ensure their means of liv-
ing in case of loss or considerabie reduction of their means of subsistence owing to circums-
stances beyond their control.”??

The concept of social security varies greatly from country to country, and, in order to allow the
greatest possible measure of comparability between countries, the International Labour Office
has formulated certain criteria which have to be satisfied by a particular scheme or service before

it can be considered as forming part of the national social security system. These criteria are as
follows:

1) The objectives of the system must be to grant curative or preventive medical care, or to main-
tain income in case of involuntary loss of earnings or of an important part of earnings, or to
grant a supplementary income to persons having family responsibilities;

2) The system must have been set ‘up by legislation which attributes specified individual rights
to, or which imposes specified obligations on, a public, semi-public or autonomous body;

3) The system should be administered by a public, semi-public or autonomous body.

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As stated in the questionnaire for the Ninth Inquiry into “the Cost of Social Security” conducted
by the [.L.Q., the schemes forming part of a national social security system are:

(i) compulsory social insurance;

(ii) voluntary social insurance, insofar as it meets criterion (2);

(iii) employers’ liability in respect of employment injury,;

(iv) special schemes or arrangements for public employees (pension, family benefits, sick-
ness, employment injury compensation, etc. irrespective of whether they are contribu-
tory or not);

(v) family benefit schemes;

(vi) public assistance, within the limits of criterion (1),

(vii) public health services'S within the limits of criterion (1);

(vili) benefits for war victims, within the limits of criterion (1);

(ix) industrial or occupational schemes or arrangements established by agreements between
employers and workers, provided the obligation on the employers has been made
compulsory by law and that these schemes or arrangements meet the above three
criteria (1), (2) and (3).

Schemes excluded from the social security system, as defined by I.L.O., are as follows:

(i) schemes which have not been set up by legislation, such as individual insurance, non-
statutory welfare funds of establishments or occupation organisations, group insur-
ance, mutual benefit societies; -

(i) indusiry or occupational pension or provident funds established solely by agreement
between workers and employers, to the extent that no obligation for their establish-
ment is imposed by law on the employer;

(iii) the obligation imposed by law on the employer, except in respect of employment in-
jury compensation, to pay directly to his employees, without the intervention of an
equalisation fund, family allowances, or to pay a part of the wages in case of sickness
or maternity, or in case of departure from the establishment, etc.;

(iv) private assistance and charity.

The definition of benefit set out in (i) above conforms to that of the International Labour Office
Social Security (Minimum Standards) Convention, 1952 (No. 102), which defines nine branches
of soctal security, namely: (1) Medical Care (Part I1); (2) Sickness Benefit (Part 1II); (3) Unem-
ployment Benefit (Part IV); (4) Old-Age Benefit (Part V); (5) Employment Injury Benefit (Part
VI); (6) Family Benefit (Part VII); (7) Matermnity Benefit (Part VIII); (8) Invalidity Benefit
(Part I[X): (9) Survivors’ Benefit (Part X).16

The objectives of social security are reached by social insurance and by public health services,
public assistance services, public employees’ pension and benefits for war victims.

These schemes and services correspond with the content of the social security system adopted by
the International Labour Office.

In the series presented in the tables of this present publication, in order to keep the volume of
data within reasonable bounds and permit comparisons with the basic tables presented in the

[.LL.O. publication, a breakdown of the data by the main types of social security schemes is pre-
sented:

Social insurance and assimilated schemes;
Family and Children’s allowances;
Government Employees’ pension;

Public Health Services,

Public Assistance Services;

Benefits for war victims.

We noted that the following are included in Social Insurance and Assimilated Schemes: Old-age

and survivors’ insurance, sickness-maternity, employment injury insurance, disability insurance,
unemployment insurance.

The main branches, in the tables where the distribution of social security by the main branches
and schemes is presented, are: old-age and survivors’, sickness-maternity. The other branches
include: employment injury, disability and unemployment insurance. In accordance with I.L.Q.
classification: “Low-wage supplement” is included within the scheme of *“Public assistance”
and “Alimony” within “Family and Children’s allowances”’. The public schemes are according to
the same classification as above,

Old-age and survivors’ insurance includes statutory benefits (old-age pension, survivors' pension
and grant, special orphans’ benefit, widows’ rehabilitation allowance, burial grant) and non-statu-
tory benefits (old-age pensions to veterans and immigrants and benefits to new immigrants and
their survivors).!?

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Employment injury insurance includes the following benefits: injury benefits, temporary disability
pension, permanent pension (one-time grant, monthly pension, capitalisation of the monthly
pension), dependants’ benefit, medical treatment, vocational and economic rehabilitation,

Maternity insurance provides two forms of benefit: maternity grant and maternity allowance,

Family and Children’s allowances: Prior to the 1975 Reform in Tax-Transfer Payments, a number
of family allowances were included within this framework: large-family allowance and allowance
for employees’ children, Of the greatest importance in the system of child benefits was the
changeover, introduced by the 1975 Reform, from a mixed system of child allowances and tax
exemptions to a uniform system in which the value of previous tax exemptions was incorporated
into the child allowance. The new child allowance is tax exempt, and has a dual function. It
supplements the income of families with incomes below the tax threshhold and is thus a kind of
“negative income tax’’; it also constitutes a tax-credit for families with income above the tax
threshhold, taking into consideration ability to pay in accordance with the number of dependent
children. The allowance is calculated according to the value of the income tax credit poirit and is
linked to the Consumer Price Index. '8

Disability benefit is paid when the insured person has had his earning capacity reduced or is un-
able to support himself because of a physical, mental or psychological limitation existing from
birth or caused by sickness or accident.

Unemployment insurance: an employee who has completed the qualifying périod as determined
in the Unemployment Insurance Law is eligible for unemployment benefits.

Sick Fund: Kupat Holim of the Histadrut (Labour Federation) — which was the first health
insurance institution in Israel — and the other sick funds cover almost the entire labour force and
their dependants.

The Public Health Services provide a substantial part of medical care. As in other countries, the
Health Ministry is in charge of public health and takes care of the main part of hospitalisation
and preventive medicine. The term “public health services” is used in this publication in accor-
dance with the I.L.O. definition and refers to curative and preventive medical care provided by
the public health services. Amounts for capital expenditure are excluded.

Public assistance includes care of families, the aged, children and young persons, the chronically
ill and the handicapped, with guidance and financial assistance from the Ministry of Labour and
Welfare. The municipal authorities provide maintenance grants, institutional care and other forms
of aid.

It should be mentioned that in the tables of this publication, the presentation of the social security
schemes, from the year 1972 on, has been changed far those schemes that provide public medical
care and public assistance. In the previous years the presentation of these two schemes had been:
“Ministry of Health”, “Ministry of Welfare’ and “Muncipalities and Local Councils” — the minis-

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tries and local authorities who are in charge of these schemes. Beginning with the vear 1972,
however, all receipts and expenditure relating to public health are included within the scheme
“Public Health Services”, while the scheme ‘““Public Assistance” includes only public assistance,
s0 as to avoid double counting.

As noted in “The Scope of the Research”, the content of the social security system adopted by
the International Labour Office does not always correspond to the national social security system
In Israel, since our concept includes benefits in respect of contingencies other than those enumer-
ated in Convention No. 102. This is the case, for instance, for the Histadrut Pension Funds.

The Histadrut has seven central non-statutory pension funds!®, namely:

(i) Keren ha-Gimlaot ha-Merkazit of the Histadrut’s Employees;
(ii) Mivtachim, the Workers’ Social Insurance Fund;
(iii) Insurance Fund for Workers in Building and Public Works;
(iv) Matziv, Pension fund for workers and employers in Histadrut enterprises;
(v) The Insurance and Pension Fund for Agricultural and Unskilled Workers in Israel;
{(vi) Central Provident and Pension Fund for Clerks;
(vii) Magen, Central Pension Fund of Producer and Service Co-operatives.

The statistical series are presented in two main chapters: Social Security Expenditure and Social
Security Receipts.

The definition of Social Security Expenditure used in this publication conforms to that recom-
mended by the 1.L.O., namely: “The social security expenditure is that expenditure covering the
cost of social security programmes”. Total expenditure includes benefits, administrative expendi-
ture and other expenditure. Total receipts include contributions from insured persons and from
employers. Government and other public authority participation, income from capital and other

receipts.
The different items of expenditure and receipts are presented as follows:

1. Expenditure:
(a) Total Benefits:
— Medical care:
- Benefits in kind other than for medical care:
— Cash benefits;
(b) Administrative expenditure;
{c) Transfers to other schemes covered by the social security system;
(d) Other expenditure.
2. Receipts:
(a) Total contributions:

— From employers;
(b) Government participation;
(¢) Participation by other public authorities;
(d) Income from capital;
(e) Transfers from other schemes covered by the social security system;
(£} Other receipts.

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A distinction is made within the item “‘Benefits” between medical care, benefits in kind other
than for medical care and cash benefits in respect of their different nature.

“Contributions from insured persons” and “contributions from employers” include the amounts
paid by wage-earners and their employers. The self-employed carry the entire burden of their
contribution.

The items “Government participation” and “Participation by other public authorities™ include
all payments made to the social security schemes by the Government and other public authorities.
Contributions made by public authorities in their capacity as employers comes under the item
“Contribution from employers”’.

“Income from capital” includes interest on invested capital, rent, etc.

The period covered by the series is the years: 1950-1976. The figures quoted in the series relate
to the financial years, for instance, 1972 = 1972/73,

For the international comparisons, we use the data from the periodic inquiries carried out by the
International Labour Office into the cost of social security in different countries. The data
published by this organisation derive from the replies received to a questionnaire sent to all 1.L.0.
member states. The governments were requested to submit statistical information on the receipts
and expenditures of social security schemes within the meaning of the Social Security (Minimum
Standards) Convention, 1952 (No. 102). The results of the first eight 1.L.0O. inquiries have been
summarised in successive issues of the volume entitled “The Cost of Social Security”.
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
