The present publication is the fourth of the series, and it relates to
the years 1982-1987.

A change occurred in the present publication in comparison to previous
ones: due to the cessation of pavment of child allowance for the first
child (ag of July 1985}, the overall population of children and
families is not identical to the population of recipiaents of child
allowances, as was the case previously.

In view of the above, the publication is divided into two parte: the
first part relates to families receiving child allowances, and it is
based on National Insurance Institute figures. The second part relates
to all fangiliez with children in Israel, and it is basged, asg in the

past, on data from the Labour Force Surveys of the Central Bureau of
Statistics. |

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TRENDS AND CHANGES IN HOUSEHOLDS WITH CHILDREN - SUMMARY OF THE MAIN
FINDINGS

General

In 1987, there were in Israel 623,700 households? with children under
18, constituting 54% of all households in the country for that year.

The demographic and occupational characteristics of households with
children in Israel in 1987 were different from those of the population
as a whole in Israel: heads of families with children were younger
than heads of famlilies in the population in general (average age of 38
as opposed to 46, respectively)®. The level of education of heads of
households with children was also slightly higher: an average of 10.9
vears of =schooling as o¢pposed to 10.5 vyears of schooling in the
general population. The breakdown of settlements in which households
with children resided was also s8lightly different: the rate of
households with c¢hildren in the big cities was lower than that of the
general population, while their rate in new <cities and in rural
settlements was higher.

The purpose of this publication 1is to describe the demographic and
occupational characteristics of households with children in Israel, as
a whole and according to the number of children per household.

The publication consists of two parts: survey (the present summary)
and tables. The survey includes two sections:

A. Families receiving child allowances {(chapter 1)

Previcus publications of the National Insurance Institute on the
subject of families with c¢hildren in Israel did not deal separately
with this population, since from 1975 until June 1985 all families 1in
Israel who had children under the age of 18 were entitled to receive
an allowance for their children.

In July 1985 the pavment of the allowance for the first child was
ceased in families having from 1-3 children and from then onward the
allowance is not paid for all children. Thus the first part of the
present pubication relates only to those children for whom an
allowance is received.

1) "household" - according to the standard definition of the Central
Bureau of Statistics. In previous publications of this series,
households were called '"families with children in Israel', but
these actually referred not to families, but rather to
households, as the term 1is used in the Central Bureau of
Statistics.

2) Data on the general population were taken from the Statistical
Yearbook of Israel, 1887, Central Bureau ¢of Statistics.




The data on families receiving child allowances were taken from the
National Insurance Institute files and were processed according to

need.

B. Total households in Israel

This section 1is divided into several chapters (chapters 2 - 5 in the
survey and chapters A - D in the tables):

1. Demographic characteristics of the heads of households - such as
age, education, continent of birth, hcusing density, etc.

2. Work characteristics of heads of households with children.

3. Study and work characteristics of youth aged 15 - 17,

4 . Households with children headed by an adult without a spouse (not

necessarily the parent ¢of the children) and one-parent families.

Section B is based on a special processing of the data from the
Central Bureau of ©Statistics' Labor Force Survey, prepared for the
Bureau of Research and Planning of the National Insurance Institute.

This processing was carried out in accordance with the definitions and
categories used at the Central Bureau of Statistics for demographic
and work characteristics of heads of households.=

Evaluation of Data

1. The Labor Force Survey is based on a sample; thus the sampling
error is quite 1large in the data relating to small population
groups.

The data 1in the tables, including those having a large sampling
error, are given in maxXximum detall. When the sampling error is
high the data 1is given in parentheses, to emphasize the low
statistical reliability. The sanmpling error is higher than 25%
when the absolute number 1is less than 1,000 - up to 1982; and
when the absolute number is less than 1,500 - as of 1983. Thus
caution should be used in relating to these data.

However, the data do have value because they relate to a number
of consecutive years. Despite the high sampling error, one car
learn from these data about trends over the course of tinme.
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3) For further details see "Labor Force Survey 1985", Special
Publications Series 801, Central Bureau of Statistics (Hebrew).
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2. The sums of the data in the tables do not always match the
specified totals due to the rounding-off o¢of the numbers.
Percentages were calculated from the exact figures.

3. a) The data presented in the tables as regards the various
yvears do not always relate to the same population. When

comparing data of different vears, one should take note of
the definition of population for those years.

b) Since the tables do not all necessarily relate to the same
population, the totals in different tables relating to the
same year may be different.

C) In 1986 there appears to have been a decline in the number
of households with children. This results from a change in
the definition of population; as of this year, Bedouins
from permanent settlements were added and Kibbutzim were
left out.

d) In view of the above, there is little comparison here

between the data of the various years. The reader can find
data on previous years in some of the tables<,

As stated above, the data from the Labor Force Survey are based on a

sample. The National Insurance Institute, which pays allowances to
families with chiidren, has data on the number of families with
children up to the age of 18 (but not on the characteristics of these

families - these can be found only in the Labor Force Survey). Data
on the vears 1982-1985 relate to all families with children in Israel
who were pailid allowances for their children. These are the vast

majority of families with children in Israel. According to these data,
the numbers of families with children in Israel grew annually at a
rate of about 1.5%. The following table shows the number of famillies
with children in Israel according to the Labor Force Survey and
according to National Insurance Institute data.

The differences between the total of the Labor Force Survey and that
of the National Insurance figures stems from the following factors:

1.

As mentioned above, the National Insurance figures includes the
vast majority of children under the age of 18 (including
kibbutzim, Beduin and <¢hildren 1in institutions), whereas the
Labor Force Survey figures do not include kibbutzim, Beduin and

institutions.

The Labor Force Survey figures relate to households, which can
include more than one family per household; the National

Insurance figures refer to families.

In the Labor Force Survey figures, as explained above, their
sampling error mnust be taken into account, since they are based
Ol a sanmple.

CHAPTER 1 - FAMILIES RECEIVING CHILD ALLOWANCES

Total Familjes and Children in the Population and Families Receiving
Child Allowances

(according to National Insurance Institute figures, updated to March
1987)

Approximately 656,000 families with children reside in Israel today.
Only about 532,000 of them receive child allowances, because a large
preportion of families who have only one child are not eligible for
child allowances. (This figure incudes an estimate of families with
one child who are reimbursed through emplovers?).

Of the total number of families with children, 533,500 {(or 81%) are
families with 1-3 children and only 122,500 are large families (with 4

or more children). Large ftamilies today constitute some 19%2 of all
families with c¢hildren, as compared with 24% in 1970, 22% in 1975 and
20% in 1980. Thus in the course of the past two decades there is

evidence of a c¢lear downward trend in the number of large families in
Israel.

The number of children growing up in families in lsrael amounts to
about 1,655,000, Allowances are not received for some 378,000 (23%)
of these children, as they are the first children in their families.

Child allowances are paid for about a million and a qQuarter children,
a good part of whom - almost 500,000 - are the second children in
their families. Family allowance to Veterans is paid to abot 300,000
children, most of whom (approximately 200,000) are the third children
in their families.

Tables 1 and 2 show the number of families receiving child allowances
and Family Allowances to Veterans according to the number of children
per family, as well the number of children for whom allowances are
pald according to the child's place in the family.
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1) For a further explanation, see chapter on definitions and
explanations.

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An examination of the above tables leads to the following conclusions:

- The proportion of two-children families receiving allowances is
notably high - " about 40% of the total number of families
receiving child allowances.

- Of the one-child families (some 180,000), only 31% receive
allowances (about 56,000).

- A total of 200,000 ftamilies, constituting some 73% of all

families with 3 or more children who receive allowances, receive
Family Allowances for Veterans.

Reimbursement of Allowance for First Child

The number of families of emplovees entitled to reimbursement of the
allowance for the first child through their employeers is estimated at
105,000=2, 1In practice, only about 55,000 families of employees
actually receive reimbursemment of the allowance. In addition, about
37,000 families whose head is self-employed are reimbursed for the
allowance directly from the National Insurance Institute, as are
about 23,000 families whose head does not work and about 31,000
families of National 1Insurance beneficiaries. In sum, a total of
approximately 146,000 families are reimbursed for the allouwance for
the first child.

In order to ensure the payment of the allowance for the first child to
all those who are entitled to it and to prevent payment to those who
are not entitled, the employer nmnust have precise figures on the
employee's marital status and number of c¢hildren, as well as his
salary. This 1is necessary because according to the present law, the
emplover is not required to pay the allowance for the first child to
an emplovee who has four or more children {(such employees receive the
allowance directly from the National Insurance Institute). He must
thus cease payment of the allowance at the birth of the fourth child.
Experience hags shown that emplovyers find it difficult to build a
reliable and efficient system of updating these figures.

As has been mentioned, about 75,000 families of employers have not
taken up their right to reimbursement of the allowance for the first
child, although the "income of the main breadwinner in these families
is such as to entitle them to this allowance. It 1s difficult to
determine the exact reasons for the non take-up of rights, but one may
assume that the burden involved 1in the gathering of figures and
updating them, and in the managing ¢f a whole network of reporting,
simply deters many employers, in particular small employers, who thus
avoid following the law explicitly.

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CHAPTER 2 - DEMOGRAPHIC AND SOCIAL CHARACTERI1ISTICS OF
HOUSEHOLDS WITH CHILDREN

There were about 1,148,000 households in Israel?* in 1987. 623,700 of
these (some 54%) were households with children under the age of 18,
These latter households included about 595,000 children, or an average
of 2.56 children per household.

There were 528,100 households with children in the Jewish population
in 1987, and these included 1,234,000 children, or an average of 2.3
children per household. About 86% of the Jewish households had 1-~3
children, and 14% of them had 4 or more children. About 72% ¢of the
children were in small families (1-3 children), and about 28% in
large families (4 or more children). -

The situation was different in the non-Jewish population: here there
were 95,600 households with children, in which 331,300 children
resided; that is, an average of 3.5 children per household. About 51%
of the households had 1-3 children and 49% had 4 or more children.
Approximately 287% of the children were in small families as compared
to 72% in large families.

The above figures show that these two population groups in Israel, the
Jewish and the non-Jewish, are very different from one another in
their family characteristics. The Jewlsh households are smaller, and
the number of children they include is on the average lower. The
household composition is also different. Mcst of the Jewish
households have 1-3 children, whereas the non-Jewish households are
divided almost equally between households of 1-3 children and that of
4 or more children.

Despite the difference between the two population groups, similar
changes occured 1in both groups since 1981. In general, the share of

small households 1in the total number ¢f households increased in both
population groups, while the share of the large households decreased.
The numbers of children living in large households declined
gignificantly in both population groups.

Education of the Head of Household

The level of formal education of the heads of households in Israel has
been on an upward trend since 1975 (see Table A/4). The rate of those
having a 1low level of education is decreasing, and the rate of those
having a secondary or post-secondary education is increasing, in
parallel., The growth in the rate of those having a post-secondary
education is particularly noticable: from 24.6% in 1980 to 30% in 1987
(a rise of 22%). In 1987, the average education of a head of house-
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1) Not including KRibbutzim, institutions and Beduin.
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hocld with c¢hildren in the population under review was 10.9 vears of
schooling, and the median education was 10.7 years of schooling. 75%
of these heads ¢f households studied for more than 9 years.

There is a notable differ ence between the level of education of a
head of household with 1-3 children and that of a head of household
with 4 or more children. The former studied for an average of 11.3
years, and the latter for about 9.3 years. At the same time, the
upward trend noted above in the level of education was observed both
among heads of large households and among heads of small households.

A substantial difference was noted between the level of education of
heads ¢of Jewish householids with children. The average level of
education among the former heads o¢f households was 11.6 vears of
schooling (81.5% of these heads of househoids studied for more than 9
years), as compared to an average level of education of only 7.8 vears
among the latter heads o¢f households (60.2% o¢of these heads of
households studied for less than 9 vears).

Continent of Birth of Head of Household (Jewish Population)

In 1987, heads of households who were born in Israel constituted 45%
of heads ¢f households with children in Israel. Heads of households
who were born in Asia-Africa constituted 34%, and those who were born
in Europe-America - 21%. In the course of the years 1970-1987,
changes occured in the breakdown of households by continent of birth
of head of household. 1In 1970 only 18.4% of heads of households were
native-porn Israelis, 46.47 were Asia-~African boern, and 35.2% were
Europe-American born.

This phenomenon is not at all surprising, since mest heads of
households in 1970 were born in the vears that preceded the
establishment of the State ¢f Israel, and the vast majority immigrated
to Israel from various countries as parents or as children. A change
occurred over the years - the share of the young heads of households,
the first Israeli-born generation in their families, greatly
increased.

Despite the gradual increase in the proportion of Israeli-born heads
0of householids, one can still discern a difference hetween the various
groups according to continent of origin. A high proportion of large
households was found among the Asia-African born, relative to their
weight in the population: 49%2 of household heads having 4 or more
children were from Asia-Africa, although their share of the Jewish
population was only 34%. In paraliel, only 14% of households born in
Europe-America were found among the large households, although their
share of the Jewish population was 21%. Israeli-born heads of
households constituted 37% of heads of large households.
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Housing Density in Households

Housing conditions are an important criterion for measuring a family's
soclo-economic condition. The indicator of housing conditions that we
have available 1is housing density - the average number of persons per
Yoonm.

Our main purpose here is to try to characterize households that have a
high housing density. Housing density will be examined according to
two variables: the number of children per household and the continent
of birth ¢of the head of household.

Already in previous publications on the subject® it has been found
that from 1970 to 1981, the number of households living in high
density (3 or more persons per room} decreased considerably. The
apparent reason for this decrease were as follow:

al The high awareness and activity on the part of State agencies,
such as the Ministry of Housing, and governmental housing
companies, which transferred large families t0 newer housing
units under improved conditions.

b) A decrease in the number of large families in the population -
families which were characterized more than others by poor
living conditions and high housing density.

The trend of improvement in living conditions characterized Jewish
households of all groups of origin as well as non-Jewish households.
Despite the significant improvment in this area, one could still find
households living under high density conditions in 1987. These
conditions, together with certain demographic parimeters, testify to
the low soclio-economic condition of these households ("low density" is
defined as less than one person per room; "high density" is defined as
three or more persons per room).

Tables A/8 - A/10 show the following findings:

1) in 1987, 33,300 households with children lived in high density
(5% of all households with children).

In the Jewish population, the percentage of those households
living in high density was small - about 1.3%. In the
non-Jewish population, about 27% of households 1live in high
density. It should be pointed out in this context, however,
that the living style among the non-Jewish population is
different than among the Jewish popultion, thus distorting to a
certain degree the picture of housing density. 1l1lf, for example,
density was to be measured by sgquare meter rather than by
persons per room, the picture would certainly be different.

As expected, the rate o¢f those living in high density among
households of 4 or more children was relatively high. In the
Jewish population, 71% of those households 1living 1in high
density had more than 4 children. 1In the non-Jdewish population,
the percentage 0of such households was 81%. In the Jewish
population, some 37% of those households living in high density
were headed by a person from Asia-Africa, S1% by an Israeli-born
and the remainder - Europe-America born. From these data one
also finds that the trend of improvement in living conditions
continued in recent years as well.

Form of Settlement

Settlements can be divided by form 1into two categories: urban
settlements and rural settlenents. The difference between these two
forms is actually determined by their size - an urban settlement is
defined as a settlement numbering 2,000 or more inhabitants. As of
1986, urban settlements are further categorized by size (in surveys
conducted up to 1985 and based ¢on the population census of 1982, urban
settlements are categorized by =seniority). Rural settlements number
less than 2,000 inhabitants and they are further categorized by form:
moshavim, collective moshavim, etc.™

Most households with children in Israel lived in urban settlements in
1987 (92.3% of all households with children). About 21.3% lived in
the three main c¢ities. The breakdown of all households in Israel is
slightly different: about 94% of these lived in urban settlements.=

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CHAPTER 3 - WORK CHARACTERISTICS OF HEADS OF HOUSEHOLDS WITH
. CHILDREN

Civilian Labor Force

In 1987, approximately 851,000 heads of households, constituting 74.1%
of all heads of households in Israel, belonged to the civiliian labor
force. The rate of heads of households with children belonging to the
civilian labor force 1is higher, and stands at 90.9%Z. This higher rate
is due to the younger age of heads of households with children (38 as
compared to 46 in the population at large).

The rate of heads of households with children who belong to the
civilian labor force 1is similar in both population groups, Jews and
non-Jews (90.8% and ¢91.3%, respectively). As of 1981, the rate of
those belonging to the civilian l1abor force has deciined moderately,
both among heads of households with children and among those without
children, both in the Jewish population and in the non-Jewish
population.

At the same time, the number of unemployed persons has gone up. In
1981, 3.1%Z of heads of households were unemnploved, whereas in 1987,
4.4% were unemplovyed. A similar rate 1is found among the heads of
households with children - 4.2%. Among Jewish households with
children, 3.7% were unemploved, and among non-Jewish households with
children - 6.7%.

It is interesting to note that the rate of employed heads of
households among Jewish households of 4 or more chiidren is lower than
among smaller Jewish households.

In general the rate of those belonging to the labor force is similar
among both population groups and among households of all sizes
(excepting Jewish households having 4 or more chiidren). The rate of
employed among those belonging to the labor force 1s slightly higher
among Jewish heads of householids than among non-Jewish heads of
households.

Number of Earnersg in Household

Qf the 484,000 Jewish households with children which included two

spouses in 198/,* 20,000 households (4.1%) had no earners.® 235% had
one earner, 53% two earners and the remainder 3 earners.

1) Here we will reiated only to households with children in which
tWO spouses are present. Households with one spouse will be
discussed seperately in Chapter 5.

2) By "earner', we refer to a person belonging to the civilian
labor force as well as members of the standing army.
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The data show that in 50% of households having more than two earners,
the age of the additional earners (aside from the head o¢of the:
household) was 18-24, and most of them were single. About 12%
additionai earners were aged 14-17, and the remainder aged 25-54. This
last age group included much fewer singles. Among Jews, about 42%
were aged 18-24 and about 10% aged 14-17. In the non-Jewish
population, the picture was different. Most households (about 60%) had
a single earner, in hoUseholds of ail sizes and of all education
levels. However, in those households having more than one earner,
there were many with more than two earners. In this population group,
about 70% of the earners in households having more than two earners
were aged 18-24, and about 14% aged 14 - 17. This shows that a) in
most non- Jewish households, the earners were adults who remained in
their parents' homes (a higher rate than among Jewish households
because of the military service in the jlatter); b) youth work is more
common in the non-Jewish than in the Jewish population.®

Furthermore, the participation of women in the labor force was low in
the non-Jewish population. in 1987, women worked in only &% of
non-Jewish two-spouse households. In only 302 of two-earner
households, the second earner was the wife. It is apparent that one
of the cultural characteristics of this population is the non-
acceptance of work outside the home for women. This 1s also apparent
from the rate of women receiving maternity allowances® - only 4% among
non-Jewish women, despite the proportion of 25% of non-Jewish women
giving birth in total women giving birth. Moreover, the non-Jewish
population has relatively more househoids composed of a number of
families, which expresses itself (among other things) in a large
number of earners.

In the past years there has been an increase in the number of mothers
participating in providing the income of the family: 1in 1987, mothers
participated in providing 1income of 51% of all Jewish two-spouse
nousenolds, as compared to 47% in 1981.°% The rise in the
participation of women in the labor force was accompanied by a fall in
the participation of other mnembers of the household (usually the
children). In 95% of two-earner Jewish households, the second earner
was the spouse of the head of household.

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CHAPTER 4 -~ LEARNING AND WORK CHARACTERISTICS AMONG YOUTH
AGED 15-17

The rate of pupils among vyouth 18 an indicator of to what extent
society in general and the family is particular place importance on
studies as a means of possibly increasing one's future earning
capacities and expanding one's occupational opportunities, or as a way
of culturally enriching the lives of the young person. This chapter
will review the main occuptions ©of youth aged 15-17 (younger children
are obliged to learn, under the Compulsory Education Law).

In 1987 there were about 217,000 vyouths aged 15-17 1living in
households in Israel. 163,000 of them (75%) were Jews. Among the
Jewish population, about 87% of youth reported that they were only
studving. This is an increase of some 4.5% {(since 1981) in the rate
of youth who only study.? Approximately 3% combined studies with
work, a similar rate only worked and approximately 7% of Jewish youth
neither studied nor worked. A different picture is obtained from the
non-Jewish population group: here about 67% onliy studied, and about
27% neither worked nor studied.

An examination of the occupation of Jewish youth by continent of
origin of head of household show insignificant differences only. More
significant differences are found when examining the occupation of
youth by level of education of head of household. In the Jewish
population, for exanmple, among those whose father lacked education,
the rate of youth studying was 71%, the rate of those working was 7%,
and the rate of those neither studying nor working was 20%2. In
comparison, among youth whose fathers had 16 or more years of
schooling, 89% studied, and the rates of those working and those
neither studying nor working were proportionately smaller. This trend
was observed in both small and large households.

In the non-Jewish population as well, the rate of youth who studied
only went up with the rise in the level of education of the head of
household. Anmong youth whose head of household lacked education, only
about 447 studied, about 417% neither studied nor worked and about 15%
worked. In contrast, among those whose head of household had higher
education, about 92% studied, 4% neither studied nor worked and 3%

only worked.

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CHAPTER S5 - HOUSEHOLDS HEADED BY AN ADULT WITH NO SPOUSE

General

This chapter deals with households with children headed by an adult
with no spouse. In many cases the adult is the parent of the children
living in the household, but sometimes he i1is their brother,
grandfather, or other relative. The Labor Force Survey related to
household units and not to the nuclear family (a couple and the
unmarried children 1living with them) and the two concepts do not
necessarily overlap. Thus the number of households headed by an adult
with no spouse does not necessarily reflect the number of one-parent

families in the population (that is, families of a single parent and
his/her biological children).

The estimate of the number of one-parent families and their
characteristics is important not only for understanding the
rhenomenon in general. Under the assumption that one-parent families
are a group that has special needs, the scope of the phenomenon and
its socio-economic characteristics are important in the planning of
soclal policy. For these reasons, the Bureau of Research and
Planning conducted a special processing of the Labor Force Survey
(1985), in which framework an attempt was made to locate nucleur
one-parent families. These data will be presented at the end of the
chapter.

Demographic Characteristics

In 1987 there was approximately 51,000 householde with children in
Israel headed by an adult without a spouse. These households
constituted some 7.4% of the total households with children. The
Jewish population included about 36,000 such households (about 7% of
total Jewish households with children), while in the non-Jewish
population, there were about 10,000 such households {(about 10% of
total non-Jewish households with children). -

The difference in the above rates between Jewish and non-Jewish
households may be attributed to the high percentage of non-Jewish
households headed by a single man. Since the "head of household" is
determined by age and work status (i.e., the eldest male earner in the
household), he is not necessarily the father of the family.

One-Parent Families

Despite the importance of estimating the number of one-parent families
and describing their characteristics, it is difficult with the
available data to locate such families (unmarried men and women
raising their biological children alone). The following estimate of
the number of one-parent families was made on the basis of the Labor
Force Survey of the Central Bureau of Statistics published in the
Statistical Yearbook, using the National Insurance data on allowance
recipients and special processings conducted on the Labor Force Survey
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of 1985 in the Bureau of Research and Planning.

According to the estimate, there are 35,000 one-parent families with
children under the age of 18 living in Israel today. About 32,000 of
them are headed by women and 3,000 by men. Of the women, about 17,000
(55%) are divorced, 13,000 (41%) widowed and the remainder, separated
or single.

About 29,000 of these families receive National Insurance benefits.:

about 11,500* survivors' pensions, about 800 - Employment Injury
dependants' pensions, about 9,000 - income support, and about 8,000 -
alimony. Almost all of these families are headed by women.

Of the women heading one-parent families, 65% were heads of
households, about 5% lived with their parents and about 2% lived with
siblings. 85% of one-parent families headed by women were Jewish. Of
these Jewish women, 40% were born in Israel, 40% 1in Asia or Africa and

217 in Europe or America.
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1) Another 2,000 one-parent families in which the youngest child is
aged 18-21 also receive survivors' pensions.

2) About 3,000 additional one~parent families receiving income
support as well are included among those receiving alimony.
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DEFINITIONS AND EXPLANATIONS

Demographic Characteristics

1. Population

The data relating to the years 1970-1972 inclusive refer to the entire
population of Israel. The data relating to the years 1973-1985
inclusive and dealing with demographic¢ characteristics, labor force
characteristics and maritial status refer to the entire population of
Israel except for Beduin and institutions. The data on housing
density, number of earners and type of earner for the yearg 1973-1985
refer to the entire population except for Beduin, institutions and
kKibbutzim. The data on studies and work of vyouth for the vears
1973-1985 refer to persons aged 15-17 in the population, except for
Beduin. ' ;

For 1986-1987, the data on households with c¢hildren and on  the
children in these households relate to0 the entire population of
Israel, excepting Beduin, institutions and kibbutzim. The definitions
of Beduin and institutions were changed in 1986, and do not include
the population living in immigrant dormitories and absorption centers,
nor the Beduin living in four Beduin settlements in the south.?* The
data on studlies and work of youth for 1986-1987 refer to those aged
15-17, and includes youth living in kibbutzim and in institutions.

2. Form of Settlement

Untlil 1985 settlements were divided into urban and rural settlements,
while the urban settlements were further divided into three main
cities and cities categorized by seniority: old cities (founded before
the establishment o©f the State) and new cities (founded after the
establishment of <the State). As of 1986, the basic division into
urban and rural settlements remains, but the urban settlements (except
for the three main cities) are categorized by size, i.e. number of
inhabitants.

3. Household

In the Labor Force Survey, a household is defined as a group of people
living together in one dwelling on a regular basis and preparing theilr
meals together for most days of the week®. A person living alone is
also defined as a household.

The group of ‘'"employed"” i1is further divided into two
subgroups:

b) worked part-time: those who worked from 1 to 34
hours in the determing week;

c) were temporarily absent from work: those were

temporarily absent from their regular work during the
determining week due to illness, vacation, etc.

-Persons who did not work in the determining week even for
one hour and actively looked for work during that week,
such as: by registering 1in the labor exchange of the
employment service or any other labor exchange, by a
face-to-face or written application in an attempt to set
up an independent business, etc. Persons who were absent
temporarily from work and lcoked for alternative work were
considered unemployed.

The group of '"unemploved” is further divided into two
sub-groups:

a) unemployed who worked in Israel for the 12 months
proceeding the determining week;

b) unenployed who did not work in Israel for the 12
months proceeding the determining week (including

new immigrante).

For a definition of '"determining week", see Labor Force Survey,

1985.
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2. Not Belonging to the Civilian Labor Force

All residents (aged 15 and over) who were neither "emploved' nor
"unemployed"” in the determining week, such as students, housewives who
did not work for even one hour outside their households, persons who

are not able to work and sc¢ldiers in regular service {(compulsory
service and standing army).

3. Classification of Empioved by Work Status

Emplovee - any person who worked for somebody else in exchange for
dally, monthly or contractual wages or for any other recompense.

Emplover - a person who employed others for wages or any other
recompense or is &a partner in a business emploving other
workers, including an owner of an agricultural farm emploving
workers for wages.

Self-emploved - a person working in his own business or his own
farm and not employing others for wages or any other recompense.

cooperative Member - a person who receives part of the
cooperative's profits in addition t¢ his salary:; includes
members of collective moshavim.

Kibbutz Member - a person working in a kibbutz, without pay.
Includes kibbutz members, candidates for membership, relatives
living permanently in the Kkibbutz and groups on training. Does
not include "Nahal" {(not part of labor force) nor volunteers,

Non~paid Family Members - any person who worked for 15 or more
house in the determining week in a family business, without pay.

The emploved are c¢lassified by their work status in the determining
week. Those who were temporarily absent from work were classified by
the work from which they were absent.

Employees' Families Receiving Reimbursement through the Employer, by
Number of Children

As mentioned, about 105,000 families o¢of emplovees having an income
lower than 90%2 o¢of the average wage in the economy are entitled to
reimbursement for the allowance for the first child. In practice,

about 55,000 families receive the reimbursement. We have no data
available on the size of these families (except that they include not
more than three children). The breakdown of families receiving

reimbursement by number of children per family is estimated under the
assumption that it {is similar to the breakdown of all families in
Israel with 1-3 children.

In families with 1-3 children, about 34% have 1 child, 38% two
children, and the remainder - 3 children. Therefore, of approximately
55,000 families of emplovees receiving reimbursement, abut 19,000 have
1 child, 21,000 two children and 15,000 three children.
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To the number of familieg receiving child allowances, one must add the
19,000 familiese o¢of enmployees with 1 child who receive reimbursement
through their employer (since families with 2 and 3 children are
included in any casge among those receiving child allowances). In the
number of c¢hildren for whom the allowance 1s received, one must add
the 55,000 first children of employees as mentioned above.
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
